MR. HILL'S PROPOSITION.

The Amendment to the Senate and
House Rules.

(Special to The Bulletin.)
Washington, Dec. 8. The amendment

to the senate and house rules proposed
by Senator Cummings, and now before
the senate for action, is really the
proposition of Representative Hill, who
introduced a similar resolution in the
house last May. At that time. Mr.
Hill's resolution attracted but little
attention, but later on President Taft
adopted the suggestion and urged its
adoption in several speeches. Now
Senator Cummings has come forward
with the same idea, and has stirred up
the senate with it to a considerable
extent. Senator Hale today described
It as revolutionary, and opposed its
consideration.

The resolution both of .Mr. Hill and
of Senator Cummins proposes to stop
amendments to any bill changing ex-
isting tariff rates that are not germain
to the subject. Heretofore, in the sen-
ate any amendment can be offered to
sunn a proposition, and in that way the
entire question of tariff revision may
be brought up, even tbough an effort is
made to ehan-r- just one schedule. Un-
der the proposition of Mr. Hill and
Senator Cummins the tariff could be
taken up schedule by schadule, without
a general revision.

At the time Mr. Hill introduced his
resolution he explained it at some
length, and stated that if his resolution
were adopted it would take the tariff
out of politics, and congress could de-
cide each schedule on its own merits,
after due report made by a tariff
board. Senator Cummins claims the
same for his resolution. It now looks
as though this matter would have to be
decided at this session, as Senator
Cummins Is determined to push it, and
Mr. Hill Is ready to take action in the
house as soon as the senate acts.
Should this measure go through, the
real credit for its inception should go
to Mr. Hf!l, though Ibe chances are
that others will lay claim to it.

HARVARD AND U. OF P.
TO MEET JUNE 7 NEXT

First Dual Meeting Between of Two
Universities Since 1905.

Boston, Dec. 8. The baseball pame
between Harvard and the University
of Pennsylvania on June 7 next, sanc-
tion for which was formally given by
offcials of the latter university today,
will be the first dual meeting between
teams representing the two universi-
ties in any sport since 190 5. A base-
ball game in that year was the lawt
meeting between Harvard and Penn-
sylvania. There was much agitation
at Cambridge against Harvard playing
the game, as in the fall of 1904 it
was said that a protest by the Crim-
son football team, of which Daniel
Hurley was cantain, against a player
on the Pennsylvania eleven, was ig-

nored by the Pennsylvania officials.
Since that time athletic relations be-
tween the two universities have been
discontinued, except on the occasion of
general intercollegiate athletic games.

It is thought probable here that the
baseball game may pave the way to a
resumption of football contests also
between the two universities.

Mrs. Ella Hitchcock of Bridgeport
Burned to Death.

Bridgeport, Conn., Dec. S. Mrs. El-
la Hitchcock, 89 years old. was burned
to death In her home. No. 53 Noble
avenue, tonight. She was alone in
the house at the time and just how
the accident happened is not known,
though it is supposed that in attempt-
ing to light a piece of paper at a stove
in order to light a lamp her clothing
caught fire. The flames were noticed
by children who were passing the
house but by the time assistance came
Mrs. Hitchcock was so badly burned
that she died in a few minutes. She
leaves a son and daughter.

Among thescores of children stolen bv lawless
Italians, his is said to be the only
New York case on record in which thepolice have effected a recovery.

The boy found today was tracedthrough the aid of another youngster,
whose brother is aiso held for ransom.
The police got wind that Giuseppe wasa prisoner in an East Side tenement.
They searched the tenement corriiors.listening at transoms. At the door ofa rear room they heard a child cry-
ing. The ja.U guide was lifted to
their showier and peered over the
transom-- . "That's him," he whispered
excitedly, and the. police broke hi the
door. Guarding' Giuseppe xeron two
men and in the same room were two
other children, a boy and a girl, whom
he knew only by their first names.
The police think they also may have
been kidnapped. The two men on
guard were arrested, as were five oth-
er Italians, among them a woman. '

Giuseppe's father is a well to do
Brooklyn grover. Since he disappear-
ed on November 19. the father received
two letters demanding money, the first
asking $10,000 and the second $15,000.

The recovery of the boy makes the
third in less than a week, two other
Italian youngsters having turned up
without the aid of the police.
