Norwich, Dec. 6, 1910.
The ordinances of the City of Nor-

wich provide that the owner or owners,
occupant or occupants, private cor-
porations, or any person having care of
any building or lot of land, bordering
on any street, square, or public place
within the City, where there is a side-
walk graded, or graded and paved,
shall cause to be removed therefrom
any and all snow, sleet and ice within
three hours after the same shall have
fallen, been deposited or found, or
within three hours after sunrise when
the same shall have fallen in the night
season; also, that whenever the side-
walk, or any part thereof, adjoining
any building or lot of land, or any
street, square, or public place shall be
covered with ice, it shall be the duty
of the owner or owners, occupant or
occupants, private corporation, or any
person having the care of such build-
ing or lot to cause suc.li sidewalk to
be made safe and convenient by re-
moving the ice therefrom, or covering
the same with sand or some other suit-
able substance.

The failure to do so for two hours
during the daytime exposes the party
in default to tha penally provided by
the ordinances.

The ordinances also provide that In
case of any violation of any of the
foregoing provisions, or refusal or
neglect to comply with them, the party
violating them or not complying with
them shall pay a penalty of five dollars
for every four hours of neglect, after
notice from any policeman of the city.

The ordinances also make it the duty
of the Street Commissioner to collect
all penalties Incurred under the fore-
going provisions, and If they are not
paid to him on demand, to report the
case to the City Attorney, who shallprosecute the party offending.

New Haven Daughters of Isabella Win
from National Order in Suit Over
"D. of I."

Court Cecils of Xorwalk, a court
affiliated with the National Order of
Hsughters of Isabella, has been noti-
fied by the headquarters of the order
to discontinue the use of the name un-

til further notice. This is the result
of the lawsuit which has been fought
out in the courts between the Xew
Haven Order of Liaughterci of Isabella
anil the national order, in which the
former order won out.
