THE MANAGEMENT OF
PUBLIC SERVICE CORPORATIONS.

President Mellen's Latest Contribution
to the Rational Discussion of This
Most Interesting Problem.

New Haven. Dec. 24, 1910.
Messrs. Everett G. Hill, President, Ar-

thur S. Karnes, Secretary, Connec-
ticut Editorial Association, New
Haven, Conn.:

Dear Sirs: In addressing you, I hope
it is clearly understood that I am not
engaging in any controversy with you,
either in your personal or official ca-
pacity. I am merely endeavoring, in
response to the original invitation so
courteously given by you as the repre-
sentatives of a respected editorial as-

sociation, to let such readers of your
newspapers as are interested have my
opinions, for whatever they may be
worth.

I have said in such previous letters
as I have had time to write that in
my judgment all who serve the public
in any way, whether they are corpora-
tions or individuals, whether they are
engaged in railroad manufacturing,
mercantile or any other business, may
rightfully be held by the state to the
honest performance of the service due
from them to the public, at reasonable
rates. I wish now to point out that I
do not mean by this that the state may
properly appoint commissions to man-
age these people's business for them.
The highest court of the state of New
York has recently pointed out that so
long as a railroad is held in private
ownership its owners cannot be con-
stitutionally divested of the right to
manage their own property. In my
opinion, the state can properly inter-
fere with the management of any prop-
erty by its owners, only so far as is
necessary to secure the public against
the failure of these owners to perform
their duties.

Moreover, I do not regard it as prac-
ticable for the state to secure a poiiti-c- n

1 board or administrative commis-
sion which would be competent toman-ag- e

the business of the public
service corporations. The details of
the railroad business are so various
and of such vast complexity that we
are compelled to have highly paid spe-
cialists at the head of different depart-
ments of the service, who do not
necessarily know anything about the
problems which occupy the attention
of the heads of other departments. For
example, even the most experienced
operating man on the railroads of this
country have, as a rule, no familiarity
with the complicated conditions which
control the fixing of railroad rates by
the traffic officials. It is practically
impossible that a merchant or manu-
facturer, however experienced in his
own line of business, or however able,
should be qualified as an all around
railroad expert. I do not think that
the state could obtain as members of
a. commission (even if it were willing
to pay the market price of their ser-
vices) three men qualified to be presi-
dents of great railroads, or even heads
of railroad departments. And if the
state could get such men, they would
probably have no expert knowledge
about the telegraph or telephone ser-
vice, or about the production or dis-
tribution of gas or electricity, or about
the problems of water supply.

On the other hand, the courts of this
state are, in many cases, called upon
to decide questions as to the reason-
ableness of conduct complained of, and
in these and other cases to analyze and
apply the law to very complex condi-
tions. The traditions of their high
office secures the judges of our courtsagainst temptations to partiality to
which political boards or administra-
tive commissions would be more or
less pxoosed; and their life training
especially qualifies judges for the de-
termination of intricate and difficult
issues of fact and law, such as are
inevitably involved in controversies
concerning the reasonableness of ser-
vices or of rates. As one of the managers

for the many stockholders whoare the real owners of tho principal
railroads of Connecticut, I believe that
we are giving the public good service
at reasonable rates. If I am wrong in
this belief in any particular, an im-
partial judicial tribunal, after getting
the relevant facts in evidence, would
quicklv so adjudge, and I adm'"t that
we could then be nronerly enjoined to
desist from our neglect of our lawful
duties.

It cannot be too often reiterated that
the true interests of the owners of
railroads and of the oublie are identi-
cal and not diverent. I believe that
sti"h laws s have been re entlv en-
acted in this eo"ntry. ceatinr political
hoards or administrative commissions
for the determination of controvesiesessentially judicial in their nature,
will, because they are unjust to therailroads, in the lonsr run be also se-
verely injurious to the public. I sin-
cerely think that it is possible for the
thoughtful people of Connecticut, as
legislative pioneers, to show a clearerunderstanding of actual economic and
legal conditions governing the rela-
tions of railroads and the public than
lias yet been shown aiiyivlicw. As my
contribution to the rational discussion
of the problem, I repeat my earnest
conviction that The administration of
even-hande- d justice between railroads
and their patrons is absolutely essen-
tial to the highest permanent' Welfare
of this community, that we can best
secure the administration of justice by
entrusting it to judicial tribunals, and
that such characteristics of ordinary
courts as might be drawbacks in this

LETTERS TO THE EDITOR

What Preston Should Do.

Mr. Editor: Many of the readers of
The Bulletin have no doubt heard of
Prudence Crandall an-- her school at
Canterbury. In the old anti-slave- ry

days she opened this school to colored
children who were denied school priv-
ileges elsewhere. In consequence she
was mobbed and driven out of town
by the people who were indignant that
she should admit "niggers" to her
school. Times have changed, and when
a few years ago she was found to be
a pauper in a western state the state
of Connecticut voted her a handsome
pension.

A picture the writer saw a whileago suggested also that times had
changed in another way also. It rep-
resented the large fine Hartford high
school building. A bright colored boy
was represented as coming down the
steps with a diploma under his aim,
while a little, barefoot Yankee boy
from Canterbury was looking over a
high fence with envious eyes and ex-
claiming, "Geel How I wish I had his
chance."

This cartoon started a discussion in
the papers that helped to create a de-
mand that country children in Con-
necticut should have just as good
tchol privileges as those in the cities.

The result is a body of school laws
that are very generous to our small
country towns. It is right that they
should have state aid, as it costs more
to maintain schools in proportion to
the taxable property in these towns
than where the population is more
dense.

One of these laws provided that
towns that do not maintain high
schools may pay the tuition of pupils
in approved high schools and two-thir- ds

of the tuition not exceeding $15
shall be refunded by the state, and
that transportation shall also be paid
and one-ha- lf refunded by the state. In
the latter case the payment by the
state shall not exceed $0 per pupil.
Preston pays only $:;0 of the tuition
at the I ree Academy, which is $45,
and does not compiy with the law re-
quiring payment i'or transportation,
which is mandatory and not permis-
sive. Kvery other town adjacent to
Norwich pays both in full.

In addition to this, the town does
not apply for the average attendancegrant which insures that the amount
available for 3chool purposes shall
equal $25 per pupil. How much the
town would receive from the state
can be determined by the school board
from the school registers. livery oth-
er town in New London county ex-
cept Preston, that is eligible, accepts
this grant. Ledyard found that it
need not raise as much for school
purposes if it took this grant and at
the same time have much more to
spend on its schools. There the low-
est salary paid any teacher is $35 per
month, here $25. But how much, if
anything, woul-- be received depends
entirely upon the average attendance.

In case the school board should iind
it advisable to accept this grant anil
it applies, as we suppose it does, to
high school pupils also, we should
draw also $25 per pupil on each, pupil
in an approved high school and- this
in addition to what the state pays
already towards tuition and trans-
portation would just pay the increase
asked for by some of our people, i.e.,
$5 from tho town in order to secure
the additional $15 on tuition and $20
in order to secure $20 from the state
for transportation. So that this ben-
efit to individuals would cost the town
nothing.

The writer believes that wise econ-
omy would also lead t.h town to ac-
cept state supervision, as the state
pays every penny of the cost and so
saves the present cost of supervision.
As the supervisor acts as the agent
of the board and can to little apains:
the wish of the board and is able to

ive his whole time to the s hools, we
think there is no vital objection and
much to approve state supervision.
Nearly every other small town in the
county now has it. He has other sug-
gestions to make looking to increased
economy and efficiency of school man-
agement.

On all these subjects the writer
feels that he needs more light. Doubt-
less others feel in the same way about
it. If we can better our schools with-
out increasing materially our fax rate
and so make the town more ntvraetive.
to a good class of farm buyers we shal;
increase the grand list and diminish

"the burden ol expense and in
town affairs. We are trying- this in
roadbuiJdirig. Why nor also in schools'.'

Now, why not ask file suite board
of education to hold an institute here
to discuss and throw liht on these
questions .' We feci sure that the town
school board who are generously giv-
ing much time and thought to our
schools for which they arc very poorly
raid will welcome this open discus- -4 (Plg?04
