On this night at Charlaeroi, however, a
different customer appeared. He was
a gigantic rolling-mil man, welghing
aes, splendidly muscled and quick as
a ecal with hands and feet, while he
had the good old fighting name of
Paddéy Daly.

Before Daly had been in ackon one
minute, it war evident that the Non-
parell mot only couldn't knock him
out, but would be lucky if he eacapad
alive, for Tialy was a fighter grim and
greal.  Round after round the stage
he drove Demp=ey, while all Charleroi
stood up and bellowed approbation.
