At Plant of Morewood Lake Ice Co.,
Near Pittsfield, Mass.

Pittsfield, Mass., Dec. 29. The lives
of sixteen workmen wre obliterated
today by the explosion of a boiler at
the plant of the Morewood Lake Ice
company at Morewood lake, two miles
south of this city. Twelve men were
killed instantly, one died shortly aftel
the accident, and three others died in
the hospital. In addition, twelve men
were injured, and It was stated tonight
at the House of Mercy, the hospital to
which they were removed, that it was
feared that two of the patients would
die.

The Dead.
William Dunn, engineer; George

Ward, fireman; Edgar Allen, employe;
Leo TermandJi, laborer; M. F. Smith,
laborer; Wyatt Moore, laborer; Wil-
liam Pepoon, laborer; Alfred Bence,
laborer; Frederick Ruther. laborer;
Elmer Eldridge, laborer; James Mc-Nal-

laborer; George Houghtaling,
laborer; Joseph Gallego, laborer; Obe-lin- o

Thorough Inquiry Ordered.
But a few hours had elapsed before

State Officer A. H. McNeill was as-

signed hy the Massachusetts district
police officials to make a thorough in-

vestigation of the cause of the explo-
sion and determine the responsibility.

Special City Meeting to Give Aid.
At a special meeting of the city

council this afternoon resolutions
were adopted calling for Immediate
action to supply the wants of those
left fatherless and to help the injured.
Upon the suggestion of Mayor William
H. Maclnnis, a subscription paper was
started, and within a short time near-1- v

$3,000 had been subscribed. United
States Senator Winthrop Murray
Crane, whose home is in Dalton, near
here, headed the list with $500, and
Arthur N. Cooley, Fred Or. Crane and
Zenas M. Crane each save an equal
sum.

Crash Heard for Miles Around.
Gathered this forenoon In and about

the little boiler building, which was
some distance from the icehouses,
were about 125 men, mostly Polanders
and Italians, awaiting the chance to
earn a few dollars by cutting ice. With
a crash, heard for miles around, tho
boiler burst. Bodies of men and frag-
ments of iron and timber were hurled
through the air. Those of the. work-
men who were not killed outright
were either seriously Injured or dazed
by the shock.

Dismembered Bodies Gathered Up.
Physicians, ambulances and automo-

biles were rushed from this city. A
number of friends and relatives of the
victims hastened to the scene and a
sad jrrnup surrounded the demolished
boiler house. The injured men were
hurried to "the hospital here. Then
the dismembered bodies were carefully
gathered together and removed to the
homes of the families of the niearl. In
some instances the bodies were so
badly blackened and mutilated thut
identification wae impossible for many
hours.

Monetary Loss Small.
Several parts of the bodies were in

some cases found from 100 to 20(1 feet
from the site of the destroyed builflinsr.
The boiler house and the boiler itself
were broken into hundreds of pieces.
The Icehouse was dnmatrod but little,
and the entire monetary loss wri!l not
exceed $3C0.

Cause of Explosion Not Known.
Officials of the ice company were at

a loss to accrrunt for the disaster. They
said that changes in the boiler ordered
by a state inspector last summer had
been made and that a test made yes-
terday had shown the water gauge .to
be working properly. No definite de-
termination of the cause of the ex-
plosion is likely until the state officers
have completed their Investigation.

THE AGE OF A HORSE.

An Interesting Story Hinges On It
"Tom Long" the Authority.

In the police court a charge of cru-
elty to animals had been 'brought
ngainst a resident of Rock Hill, says a
Hartford exchange. The particulars
of tiie affair are not pertinent to the
story now, only as an Incident of it.
During- the progress of legral affairs tho
Rocky Hill woman was asked about
the tvpre of the horse in the case. The
reply was a denial of knowledge, add-
ing that "Tim Long" would have to h.
consulted, "as the horse was bought of
him." The inquiry was. as a matter of
fact, immaterial, but in the end it de-
veloped the story which follows:

It was on a summer morning', back
some time ago, when a prosperous
looking man was introduced to Mr.
Long as a party desiring to acquire a
cheap horse. The hotel man had one
that he thought would fill the bill, hut
to mnlre assurance doubly sure he ar-
ranged with the prospective buyer to
go clown to the Xewington farm next
morninfr with the milk team and look
over the "prospect" and see him later
that day. Mr. Lor.',? gave no further
thought to the twitter for Home threj
days, when he noticed that tiie talked-o- f

horse was not in its place in the
double team. To his surprise the at-
tendant the same who took the in-
tending buyer to the farm to'.d him
the man had led the horse away
asserting he had bought it. No one
knew fhe man personally, the man
who had introduced bim to Mr. Loner
not being within reach. Thereupon
the horse owner set about looking ud
his property. It took over three weeks
to locate the horse. Then tie wrote
to the woman who assumed to own
the property where the horse lia.l
found its new home, explaining th.;
possibilities incident to the transac-
tion. It was not long before the woman
showed up at the hotel and was made
further acquainted with the possible
outcome of the steal. The horse was
rated at $60 in the trader and the wom-
an failed to let the grass grow under
hM' feet before she. resached tiie office
of her lawyers, where she obtained $30
nnd hurried back to the hotel. The
S10 balance has not been paid, but that
has nothing to do with tho original
horse trade. Tli-- man who led the
animal away proved to be a hired man
on the place, and he had represented
to his mistress that he had bought the
horse.
