members high In the degrees of the
order, At Putuam a temple lins been
erected on Grove street.

The records of Liter years contain
mention of the imtreduction of about
every fraternal order in the country
into thisx section, all showing Iarge
memberships. The Grange Puatrons of
Hushandry, ‘has shown remarkable
prosperity during the past few years,
as much for s Integral value as for
its soclal features.

Clubs for purely recreative pur-
poses are a newer thought in those
townsg, but none the less appealing
to every class of men, Most of them
have been corganized during the past
ten years, Among the most notable
is the Rohemian club of Danielson, its
hundred members including a majori-
ty of the professional, manufacturing
and business men of the town of Kill-
ingly. It has comfortably furnished
rooms In the Franklin building, where
periodicals are provided and pro-
vision made for an hour of clean,
quiet amusement that has never fall-
ed to. be appreciated. The c¢lub is
strong financlally, The Lafuyette ¢lub
glso has a large membership, this or-
ganization made up of the French
speaking young men of Danfelson and
vicinity, being located on the third
floor of the Town Hall bullding. More
than 100 men are members of the
Danielzon Firemen's association, which
has very pleasant rooms on the second
floor of the new central fire station,
with many privileges for social en-
tertainment.

In Putnam the Arcanum club and
the Elks' club divide the pitronage of
the business, and professional men and
the manufacturers, but, as a matter
of fact, the majority of these hold
membership in both, Both clubs are
fitted with ecareful consideration for
the comfort of mombers, the Elks'
rooms in~the Bugbee building, where
they have the whole upper floor, be-
ing espectally fine. These rooms were
opened about a year ago, Pulnam al-
s0  hns the well known Canadian
Athtetic ¢lub, which, as its name im-
pliex, has & Jarge membership, par-
ticularly devoted to sports. They
have @& gymnasium upon Providence
street that nightly attracts many
young men who derive grent benefit
and physical development from their
affilintion with an organization that
has turned out men that fwnve won
much local renown in the field of
epiyrts, The wvarioua fraternal organ-
izations have attractive quarters in
whicth many members mas be found
on # winter's nizht. The firemen of
Putnam, while in moest Instances
members of other organlzations, have
many happy evenings together at fire
headquarters, this being one of the
most popular leisure hour resorts in
the city.

The clubs mentioned ail enforce the
temperance regulations within their
rooms and rigidls.

THAMES,WINTHROP AND HARBOR
LEAD NEW LONDON CLUBS,

Large Number of Fraternal and Other
Organizations Also.

New lLondon has ks full guota of
socinl organizations, as the city s
represented In nearly every fraternszl
organization and each has its social
gide, and in addition there are three
distinet sochiil clubs of large member-
¢hip, each having a well-equipped
club house. Besides there are other
clubs of an athletic as well as & s0-
cial character.

The Thames club is the largest and

the oldest, and presumably had It
edarly start way back In the eariy
sixtles from a coterle of gentlemen

who once congregated In the crockery
store of Jullus W. Eggleston in the
old City hotel bullding in State street,
the site of the present Cronin bufld-
ing. From here they wended their way
to the counting room of the Dally
Star offlce, 1o spend a socinl evening
that Insted until the early morning.
Proof of their presence waas found by
the printers’ devil when he swept the
office in the early morning In shape of
c¢igar butts, burned matches and an
occasional Tound thin plece of ivory
on the floorand a stray card, Near o
round table coversd with green baize,
Soon afterwards eclub rooms wore se-
cured and the name Thames Club
widopted. Several years , age the

Thimes <lub house was totally res-
troyed by fire and without delay the
present magnificent  strusture was

erected of buff brick, richly furnizh-

ed and the surroundings greatly Im-
proved, making it one of the most
complete club houszes in the state. Its

membership includes the leading citi-
zeng of New London amd among the
non-resident members are some of the
most fnoted men in the United States,
including officers If rank in the army
and navy.

The next club of hnportance I8 the
John Winthrop club which now owns
its own brick colub house at the cor-
ner of Brainerd and Amity street.
This club has been in existence for a
number of vears and ‘bhad its quarters
for & long time in a small one-story
wooden structure in Amity street,
paving the way for & permanent home,
The membership of thiy club I8 made
up in the main of the resldents of the
fashlonnble Northwest, many of whom
are silso members of the Thaumes club.
This club Is not confined alone to s0-
oial affairs but Indulges occasionally
in the lterary line, and speakers of
prominence give talks on subjects of
general Interest, but far removed from
club 1ife, when that of the Thames
cinh ls considered, as the standari.

The other princlial socisl ¢lub is
known a= the Harbor club, with
quarters in Willetts avenue, most of
the members being residents of the
Fifth ward, bot s without tinge of
politics. This club has quarters in &8
structure thiat was erected as a dwell-
ing house and ie fuernished and equip-
ped for the pleasure of the members,
but the house is not yet owned by the
Hurbor club, Bestween the members of
these three clubs the best of harmony
prevails and they often interchange
visita and courlesies,

The New London lodge of Flks 1=
alzo a social club within itself, and
hans a spuacious home in Washingtom
street, next to the state armory, where
the membere who so desire assemble
at will and enjoy all the pleasures of
club 1ife.

The Nameaug Doat club s another
organization of social tendency that
owns [ta home in Eust New London on
the banks of the Thames river, with
large water frontage to accommodate
the baats of the club and the Individu-
il members. There are also several
sactal and athletic <lubs, notably the
Gregnwood, Cannonball and East
Ends, to say nothing of the clubs con-
nected with the fraternal orsaniza-
tions, all of which go to show there
i_!!i’ no lick of ¢lop life in the Seaside
City.

Although the Young Men's Christian
association is limited in room. still it
#erves as & lub house for many of its
members and the equipment is as com-
plete us could be expected under the
circumstuneess.  The assoelation ha2
now quite a lorge bullding fund and
in the near future work will probably
be commenced on the new Y. M. C, A,
building which., when complated, will
be one of the best club houses of that
nuture in the state, The Boys® <lub
which is conducted under the auspices
of the pesocintion has quarters in the
old armory building in  Washington
gtreet, later known &5 Allym hall. and
now owned by the First Baptist church
soclely,

To refer to the clubs of Naw London
where sociahility is a =trong feature,
would necessitate the special mention
of every frateras! organization of fhe
city. Therefore when club lfe s be-
Ing considered it is esseritial that New
Lovndaon shouM he In the reckonipz to
make the subject complete.
