Lodged in Tombs

HIS COUNSEL DECLARES ROBIN
IS PENNILESS.

BAIL FIXED AT $40,000

Which Was Not Furnished—Hearing
on Petition to Have Him Declared
insane Was Set for Today.

New York, Jun, 4.—Jozeph (2. Robin
banker, promoter and fnancial opern-
tor of large undertakings, was lodiged
in the Tombs today on an indictment
charging him with steailng 280,000
from the Washington Savings bank, of
which he was president. On his plea
of not gullty badl was fixed at $40,000,
which was not furnished. Robin's
COInsEe. former District  Attorney
Jerome, told the court that hils client
wits without a Jdollar in the world.

Client Without a Dollar.

Jerome made no effort {o delay ar-
ralgnment on the indictiment and offer-
ed no defense, but strenuously resisted
the raising of bail from $25.000 set at
the time of the bunker's arrest,. “This
man Is without a dJdollar,” the dttorney
“Not 4 penny of the money al-
leged to be stolen was applied to his
personal henefit. He did not save any-
thing 1o gét away on.”

Jerome declared thot his
attempted suleide without knowlng
whitt the indictment agoinst him
charged, “It was due to desperation
brought on by physicel pain” he sald,

Hearing on the petition of Hobin's
sister, Dr. Louise Robinoviteh. to have
him declared insane is set for tomor-
raw. The bankar wius subjected today
to a trying mental examination by
alienists employed by the prosecution
They made no report of thelr findings
reserving it for the hearing,

He
sald that he had instructed them to
install & pew two-inch =afety valve
amd to set the pressure of the valve at
0. Instead, he testified, the new
valve was o 3 1-4 inch one and was
sot at %0. He sald that it was his
bellef that the excesmive size ol the
safety valve was a facltor in the ex-
plosion.

LONDON NEWSPAPERS PANICKY
ON SUBJECT OF ANARCHISTS.

United Action Urged Against Every
Non-Naturalized Alien.

prevent any private citizen from pur-
chasing a revelver, exeept under high
licenss and strict registroation. These
papers algoe declare (lat every non-
nutunlized alien should e Jigen<ed and
compelled to take out polee permits of
residence, to be renewed annually. and
that in suspicious cases finger prints
should be taken to prevent impersona-
tion
