Tyrus Figures Out Each Pitcher He is
to Face in a Seasoru.

"Writing of Tyrus Cobb, a Georgian
who knows him says that Cobb, the
most popular young fellow in Augusta,
is not merely a 'hit or miss batter,
whose success has terrorized the pitch-
ers, but is a student of the game.
"Cobb's ideas as applied to the im-

provement of his own skill are inter-
esting," says his friend.

"He figures that study of the pitcher
will do better than all the practice hit-
ting in the world, and the improvement
of his percentage sems to bear him out.
Each man who goes against Cobb is
made the object of special attention.
If Tyrus can hit him right at the start
and keep him he does not worry. If
the pitcher proves too much for him.
Cobb will do somethin-g- . watching and
planning, and so far seldom has lost.

"For two years Doc White of Comis-key'- a

team had Cobb for the goat.
Twice it is on record he made Cobb fan
three times during a single game. It
looked as if White had Tyrus for a
mark forever, and it became a stand-
ard Joke of baseball that there was
never vet a buffalo like that which
White held on Cobb.

"Cobb kept ttp the war against his
master. He tried changing his stand
af hat and the way he held his stick,
but never did he get the ghost of a hit
off White till he stepped ouicklv back
of the plate and met the ball after the
break. That (settled it. After that the
bnfffclo was rone Cobb had White, and
White had Cobb ro more.

"Naturally everyone r.snts to know
each year why Cobb proves more or
less of a faihiro n the annual world's
series. The reason is this: A typical
southern player like Cobb cannot plav
good rall in cold weather. Ton. will
remember that the spring of 1909 was
cold, and that Cobb was hitting wav
under grade tintll the warmth arrH-ed-.

The world's series always is played in
bitter cold, end tinder such circum-
stances Tyrus is a fizzle.

"The real point about Cobb is this:
That instead of being simpiy h wild
hit or irrin'S batfmian he is a thinker
and a student of the game. Moreover,
in hrs home city he Is even more zon-
ular a a citizen thn as n ball rvlaver
and nobody could have more friends."

CRUISER MARYLAND
CHAMPION SHOT OF NAVY.

Scores of Any of the Other Vessels
Far Exceeded.

Washington, Jan. 4. The armored
cruiser Maryland Is the champion shot
of the United States navy. She won
the pennant in the battle practice of
1910, it was announced at the navy de-
partment today, her record far exceed-
ing the scores of any of the other ves-
sels of the battleship class, which in-
clude both the Atlantic and Pacific
fleets.

Conditions under which the practices
were held simulated as cloeely as pos-
sible actual engagements with an ene-
my and were more severe than any of
the previous tests. The Maryland,
whose score is considered remarkable,
led all the other vessels by several
points, making about 40 per cent, of
hits with her turret guns at 10.000
yards under very unfavorable condi-
tions of roll and pitch and with a tar-
get whose area was less than one-ten- th

the area of a battleship.

POSTAGE STAMPS
PERFORATED WITH SMALL SHOT

Found in Burglar's Pocket Redeemed
by Postal Department.

Washington, Jan. 4. A remarkable
request was received by the postofiice
department today. It came from the
postmaster, E. A. Epherson, of Dur-
ham, Cal., requesting the acceptance
at face value of numerous stamps of
various denominations wiiich had been
perforated by small shot.

In the latter part of December a
burglar was discovered robbing the
postoffice at Durham and was fired
upon by a watchman with a shotgun,
being riddled with shot. Subsequently
he died. In his hip pocket were found
stamps to the amount of about $23.
Many of them bore shot holes ao3
these the postmaster asks to be re
deemed by the department. His re-
quest will be complied with.

Chicago Called Yesterday for 72,500,000
of Various Denominations.

Washington, Jan. 4. A notable
heavy requisition for stamps of vari-
ous denominations was received today
by the postoffice department from the
postmaster at Chicago. As respects
the demand for five-ce- nt stamps, it is
the heaviest requisition ever made up-
on the department at one time.

The requisition calls for 30,000.000
one-ce- nt stamps; $6,000,004) twos; 800,-00- 0

fives; 800,000 sixes; 1.000,000 eights;

Retains Honors of Being Speediest
Man for the Last Three Years.

The constant onslaught by Champion
Charles M. Daniels or. the New lork
Athletic tlub on the swimming record
from 50 yards to one mile in the last
thiee years has at last made it nearly
impossible for any of the speedy water
men to create new figrures. Compared
with the seasons ofS.907, 1908 and 19(T9,
the list of new record last year is slim
indeed. Of the eight new marks in
straight speed tfwimming. seven are
held by Daniel and the other by Ken-
neth Huszagh, the speed marvel of the
Chicago Athletic association.

The 100 yard mark of .54 5 is con-
sidered by many as Daniels' best work
during his long career. These figures
are a full second under the world's rec-
ord made by himself in England, but
as it was made in the pool of the
Illinois Athletic club of Chicago, which
measures only twenty yards in length,
the authorities of England and Aus-
tralia oould not accept the time as a
world's record. Swimmers abroad can
claim records only when made in tanks
of twenty-fiv- e yards or more.

Daniels is the only man 'in America
who can ewim 50 yards under .25 flat,
and his mark of .24 5, made in the
C. A. A. tank of Chicago, easily will
show how far ahead he is of swim-
mers who claim new tank marks near-
ly every time a meet is held. Eliminate
Daniels from the list of American
swimmers and we find quite a number
who can cover the hundred yards un-
der the minute: few who can do .58;
and only two who can do better than
.58. namely, Hefcmer of the Illinois A. C.
and Frizeile of the Missouri A. C. of St.
Louis.

He sure looked awfully
good and when there was a chance
to trade Dahlen for Demontreville,
Hart never stopped, although every-
body told him that Demont was a
morning-glor- y and Dahlen at his best.

"The trade was made, and Xed Han-Io- n

got Dahlen, while Demontreville
appeared in a Chicago uniform. The
next few months proved a nightmare
for Jim Hart. Demontreville had the
time of his young life in Chicago, till
the club was 'Disorganized and Jim
Hart was broken hearted. It was now
not a case of starring wi'.h the aid of
Demont it was anything to get rid of
him, and Xed Hannon bobbed up se-
renely wit nan offer to take Demon-
treville off of Chicago's hands.
