Regarding the
size of the motors, he stated that H
was desirable to have them run at
near their full capacity, as this gives
greater economy in the use of the cur-
rent. The horse power has been care-
fully measured and rh size recom-
mended by the General Electric com-
pany has been purchased. The com-
pany is ready to exchange these motors
in ease a different size Is considered
desirable.

The total value of all the exempted
property in the state is $144,200.1.

A close examination Ol xne rtpun
will disclose that 40 towns In the
state, either by town vote or action of
the assessors, are in the naBii oi ex
empting arbitrarily from taxation,
property in some instances or a large
amount, which is not authorised by
the statutes. In au such towns, it js
necessary for the board pf equalization
to add an equal amount to the town
grand list for county and state taxa
tion purposes. The inecfuality and
possible injustice which stuh action
imposes upon the "taxpayers of the
town itself is under the present stat-
utes a local matter, and beyond the
jurisdiction of any state official.

The long spell of rainy weather was
broken about midnight Tuesday night
when the wind whirled around into
the northwest, and for a few hours
there was a fall of snow and it be-
came much colder as it cleared. The
rain as measured on Wednesday
amounted to .60 of an inch, making a
total for the storm of 2.33 inches, the
largest rainfall in some time. It had
a marked effect upon the reservoirs
and placed many days' supply there-
in with more to come. On Wednes-
day afternoon the measurment show-
ed the water to have risen eleven
inches at Fairview since Tuesday, it
being now 28t inches below highwater
mark, or almost six feet gain since it
began to rise. There is a 24 inch
stream pouring in from Meadow brook,
in which pond there is more water
than there has been in many months.
The measurement shows that the In-
crease there jvas as great as at Fair-vie- w,

or 11 inches, it being 27 inches
above the ch pipe flowing into
Fairview. This represents a big body
of water In that basin and It is being
carried into Fairview as fast as the
large pipe will deliver it, so that for
several days quite a gain can be look-
ed for, and thereafter it can be ex-
pected to hold its own for a few days.
The city is in much better condition
than it was. but is not yet in a posi-
tion were caution can be abandoned
or the curtailment be given up.

WHAT IT COSTS TO RUN

STATE HOSPITAL.

Expedntures for Various Departments
Amounted to $120,089.86.

Kitchen expenses make up about
one-thir- d and ward expenses about
one-fourt- h, the two largest items of
expenditures in a year at the Norwich
state hospital, according to figures for
the past year received from the hos-
pital authorities, which show that the
total net expenditures for the various
department:? Was $120.0S9.S. Or this
amount salaried, wages and supplies
in the kitchen department reached the
total of $43,484.12. while the same
items for wards were $34.458."i7. The
total gross expenditures for the yenr
showed $136,323.57, but there were
credits such as miscellaneous sales to
gether with inter-departme- nt credits,
such as supplies furnished U the
kitchen from the farm and work done
by the various mechanical depart-
ments for the other departments,
amounting to 116.255.71, making the
net expenditures $12",089.fi.

By the state hospital's system of
bookkeeping all the various depart-
ments show exacty what it costs to
run one. making a.rt informing state-
ment and comparison of the work
when the figures are considered.

Engineers' department comes fourth
in the list with a total of $13,271. and
the administrative department shows
S15.0ft9.13, including salaries and all
supplies necessary for carrying on the
institution os a whoie. The farm and
