Cambridge. Mass., Jan. 26. In a con-
crete grave on the shores of Lake Hal-
cyon, Mount Auburn cemetery, therewas laid today a bronze casket con-
taining the body OH Mrs. Mary Baker
Kddy, the founder of the Christian
Science denomination. On the casket
rested a bronze box enclosing a com-
plete set or" the written works of Mrs.
Eddy, together .. with all recent
Christian Science publications, while
the silver plate beneath gave her name
and the dates of her birth and death.

The cool, winter air held: breathless
when the directors of the church which
Mrs. Eddy Originated and a score of
its strongest supporters assembled at
the brink of the grave. Judge Clifford
P. Smith, the first reader of the Mother
Church, repeated the Ninety-Fir- st

Psalm and the last two verses lrf Jude,
both of which were read at the funer-
al on December 8th. last Then thegrave with its . contents was sealed
with the most modern appliances.
Some months later the spot will be
marked by a mausoleum. .

General Henry M. Baker of Bow, N.
H., "Mrs. Eddy s cousin and' the exe-
cutor of her will, was the only member
of the family in the little gathering,
but it was announced that all claims to
other burial places had been waived.
Ho the church buried the body of itsleader.

Since the funeral services of Mrs.Eddy at Chestnut Hill, five days afterher passing away on December 3, the
bronze coffin has filled a niche in the
receiving tomb at Mount Auburn, witbl
a guaru Desiae it aay and night.

tomb, and an hour later the coffin was

The "terms of
the new tariff ' reciprocity agreement
between ' the United Statel and the
Dominion of Canada were made pub-
lic today, simultaneously at Washing-
