Bead Embroidery for Dainty 8pring
Frock.

Bead frimmirMrs, which were so pop-
ular all winter, are again seen on the
new spring frocks, and the contrast
of tho rather bead designs on
such sumiiicrv materials as cotton
marquisette, batiste and organdy is
novel and attractive.

The styles in I'ngsrie frncks have
not chane-e- much since last" year,
and a little dress which did duty all
last sprinc- and summer may be made
quite fashion-abl- by .the application
of a few bands or sprays of beads.

It is not ll!T5cult to make this trim-
ming. All that is needed is some fine,
strong thread, a fine needle and a
good supply of beads to harmonize
with the coloring of the dress.

If the material is white, then, of
course, any color of beads may be
used; If colored, the beads must har-
monize. Some of the prettiest of
unrine frocks are in oiel end foreet- -
me-n- ot blue, and these, trimmed with
white or a darker blue porcelain bead,
would be extremely effective.

When making the trimming at home
it is necessary that the design be first
outlined on the frock, after which the
beads are sewed on one by one, simply
following the lines of the design.

If too heavy a needle is used it will
not pass through the tiny hole in the
center of the bead, and if the thread
is not strong it will not hold the beads
tight.

cerning the solvency of a bank Is a
criminal libel, if It has never been so
clashed.

A bill has been passed by the Mis-
souri legislature providing for the pun-
ishment of those who- circulate false
reports concerning the solvency of a
bank. Disseminating rumors affecting
Injuriously the business standing of a
bank is to all Intents and purposes a
crime and deserves punishment. It
would be the tritest of commonplaces
to argue that many banks have been
"driven to the wall" as a result of
such baseless reports, and the interests
of thousands of depositors seriously
affected thereby.

The proposed bill makes it incum-
bent on tha irtate to prove the falsity
of the rumors for whose circulation
the offender is to be punished. The
law la justly aimed at the malicious
or reckless or wanton destruction of
a tank's most valuable and indispen-
sable asset, not at mere freedom of
speech. This is extending the legal
concept of slander, tout It Is extending
Ft In the right direction.

'FRISCO A TERMINUS.
The decisive vota of. the house of

representatives at Washington to make
the Panama Canal exposition at San
Francisco the nationally recognized
celebration was a. severe blow to the
ompeting cities, although highly grat-
ifying to, "tiie City by the Golden
Gate.''

The Ca!ifornians could finance a fair
without a government appropriation,
having already subscribed $11,01)0,000
for the purpose. The national govern-
ment wUl be expected to make a cred-itaJb- le

exhibtt. but it is not likely to
make two. The suggestion that tho
exposition open wrth a gTand naval
parade, starting at Hampton Roada,
passing through the canal and up the
west coast to San Francisco, opens
great possibilities. There 1b ample
time for preparations, and whet the
opening day arrives the most notice-
able pageant this country has ever
seea will ba witnessed.

If New Orieaus persists the will at-
tract her way considerable travel from
the east, because she will foe able to
furnish the cheapest route and the
quickest to the canal zone, the cost for
the round trip not exceeding tho coat
of the trip across tha continent.

Of ooune. the real thing to do Is to
swing around the circle from New
York to San Francisco, thence by
steamship through ths canal back to
New York city.
