Mr. Fanning was born in Norwich,
Conn., Dec. Slh 18387, He began his
éducation in the public*schools thera
and later studied architecture and en-
gineering. At the outbreak of the civil
wir in 1461 he emlisted In the Third

ent, Connecticut volunteers, and
soerved the full four years. After the
close of the war he was commissioned
a lisutenant colonel of the Connecticut
National Guard. He opened an office
in Norwich.and from that time until
he came to Minmeapolls was engaged in
planning public and private buildings,
mills, bridgess 2nd wvatawr supply sys-
tems throughout the United States.
In 1872 he moved his office to Man-
chester, N, H., to supervise the In-
stallation of the public water supply
sysiem. He also designed several of
the principal buildings of that city.
Wihile a resident there he was a mem-
ber nf the board of edueation and
chairman of the high schoool commit-

tee.
