Volunteer Officers', Retired List.
(Special to The Bulletin.)

Washington, Feb. 24. The 'senate
commutes on military affairs has re-
ported a new bill, placing officers of
the civil .war on the retired list. This
proposition has been before congress
for about four years, and various 'bills
have been reported both to the sfnnte
and the house- - The officers are of
course in favor of the bill, while on the
other 'hand some of the private soldiers
object to it. It is. hardly likely that the
bill can go through at this session.

The new trill is quite different In
many respects from any heretofore
suggested. It provides that only off-
icers that have reached the age of 70
can be placed on this list, and an ap-
plicant must prove that his Income de-
rived from private sources and includ-
ing fhe insome of his wife does not
exceed $1,200. Eaoh applicant must
also have served at least one year dur-
ing the war, and the maximum that
can be received under the Mil is 3900
a year. .'

Two classes of officers are provided,
those that served two years or more
and those . that served less than two
years but not less than one. The for-
mer are rated as follows: Colonels and
all officers of higher rank than colonel,
1900 per annum; lieutenant colonels,
$800; majors, $700; captains, $600; first
and second lieutenants, $600. The rates
for officers who served less than ' two
years are as follqws: Colonels, $660 per
annum; lieujenant colonels and ma-
jors, $500; captains and first and sec-
ond lieutenants, $450--

Naval officers are Included - in the
bill and are rated in like proportion to
the army officers according to rank. It
is estimated that it will cost the gov-
ernment something less than $5,000,000
to carry out the provisions of this
measure in excess of pensions now
being paid to the officers to be bene-
fited by the bill.
