Charles E, r Carpenter, aged 1$r died
Sunday morning at 12.30 o'clock at ls
home, 324 Valley street Mr. Carpen-
ter was taken ill with bronchitis in
December and failed consldsraJblyin
health, recovering tout slowly.

Prospect streets. Mr. Carpenter was
always trying to raise the standard of
the schools of the town and It was due
largely to his 'effort that the present
good standard was made possible.

Agent Addison J. Oreenslit as to
whether he had had any complaints be-
fore this one concerning Mr. McQuillan
and he replied that he had had many
every year since 182. Attorney Kel-
ley said, something abou.: tba court
taJdng into consideration these state-
ments, and Mr. Greenslit vaked , per-
mission to say a few words. This was
granted and he spoke of the number of
complaints he reoslved since 1902. Any
fine imposed by the court would be
satisfactory .to htm, but he thought
that the crime of sailing liquor to
young men hardly beyond 21 years of
age, en Sunday, after he had been al-
lowed to sell on the other six days of
the week, was one that did not merit a
light fine.

Pines and Costs About (200.
Judge Arnold said that in imposing

the penalty the court had taken into
consideration that Mr. McQuillan's
bond and license would be forfeited
if he was convicted in the . superior
court, and therefore he imposed a fine
of $50 and costs on each count. This
Will amount to about $200. Attorney
Kelley gave notice of an appeal to the
superior court and bonds were fixed at
$100. Attorney Bugbee called attention

tto the fact that the fines amounted to
more than the bond, but Judge Arnold
.mentioned the fact that Mr. McQuillan
had alrsady furnished a bond to thecounty -- treasurer and that he would' probably . he. In .court. '

Alleged Bribing of ' Witness. ,

The second complaint against Mir.
McQuillan, alleging that he attempted
to buy or bribe a witness, to wit, one
Weasel Gemboreskl, was then taken up.
Attorney Kelley entered a formal de-
murrer which was overruled by the
court. ; --

Judge Arnold imposed a fine of $100
and costs and Mr. Kelley gave notice
of an appeal to the superior court.
Bonds were .fixed at $300 in the case.
It is understood that McQuillan met
Gemboreskl and gave him $60 to go out

Warden W. Irviny Bullaxd has made
the following statement-ragardin- g his
candidacy or the annual borough
election In April:

"I emphatically state that I shall not
be a candidate for as war-
den of this borough at the annual
meeting next month. I maka this frank
statement .to overcome any prejudice
that may arise in the minds of the
voters of this borough when consider-
ing the revision, of the borough charter
at the special meeting which I have
called for Friday of this week.

--My interest in a general revision of,
the borough charter is purely that of a
taxpayer and one who has held the
highest office of this borough for the
past two years and has had opportuni-
ty to thoroughly study the present in-
adequate charter. I have bean handi-
capped during my 'administration by
the indefinite and timited charter that
we now enjoy, and- I sincerely hope
that my successor will enjoy-al- l of tha
privileges of a modern, comprehensive
and complete Charter such as the bor-
ough of Danielson is entitled to have.

"Every voter will hav-- seven days in
which to study. And-analyz- the sug-
gestions for-- new charter before the
meeting to be held Friday evening,. The
suggestions we hays made are subject
to any changes that the voters wish to
make. Their acceptance or rejection,
amendment- Or qualification are to be
"governed by the majority voters at-
tending this meeting.
. "Again that I shall not be

a' candidate for warden or any other
borough office and shall positively re
fuse to servo in any ofnea that I may
be elected to at this -- annual borough
meeting." ' : -,.

PROPOSED NEW CHARTER.

Changes to to Voters for
Adoption or; Rejection at Special
Borough' Meeting. '' - v1

' Residents of the' borough of Danfel-so- h
"are being urged to give careful

study to one of the most Important
municipal matters that they have been
called to pass upon in many years. On
Friday evening, at the special borough
maeting, the opportunity will bo af-
forded for them to present their views
as to the proposed new charter: To do
this intelligently, a study of the new
instrument is absolutely essential, as
in it ara embodied principles of govern-
ment radically different from those set
down in the charter now in force. In
effect it would be an .amendment
amounting to, practically a complete
revision of the present charter, which
fact will suggest that comprehensive
action may not be taken without re-
viewing in detail each and every one of
its provisions. .

Primarily, the proposal to so eweap-ihgl- y

alter the charter applying to
Danielson as a municipal corporation
is not inspired by a desire on the part
of any person or group of persons to
make political capital or to perpetuate
within the proposed instrument any
favorite theories of local government
Its conception is the result of the ad
mitted inefficiency of the psovisions of
the existing charter- - to fully mast
present day requirements, and to elim-
inate what may be referred to - as a
patchwork municipal - guide, excellent
in many ways. but soamended and re- -
amended that, it is not easy to contend
that it should 'indefinitely .remain in
force; Whether th proposed charter
will appeal to the voters a a satis
factory substitute is for .them to say.
The borough officials-- , who have been
at great care, to frame an instrument
that would adequately meet the needs
of the borough the afxe of Danielson
have given the subject much time and
thought and study. . They present the
accrued result-- of their deliberations
without comment or recommendation.
Friday night the voters will have the
opportunity to approve or disapprove.
to criticise .and analyse all and. any
parts of the 92 sections included, within
the articles . of the proposed measure.
Hence tha necessity of study to do so
with wisdom. While the full text-- of

the new charter has been available for
only, a few. days, it-I- s not so compli
cated or revolutionary as to require
that greater tuna be granted In which
to review it" than that which has been
fixed for presenting It to the voters. ;

Perhaps the .most striking feature of
tha new charter is its provision for a
modified form of - commission govern
ment, wherein the responsibility for theproper conduct of each department of
the borough, is distinctly.placed on the
individual official in eharge. Included,
too, are provisions tor tha initiative,
referendum .and recall. Important also,
are the articles wSiich. .will-- permit the
borough to - own and operate a water
works and electric lighting system and
permitting - the borough to construct
sewers. ,. -

:gsses. but'i each burgess- wtold bedesignated as- - the head of a Separate
