. ALL PONDS AND LAKES.

Bill "to That Effect Maata 8trong Op-

position at Hearing.

Hartford. Conn., March 14. The pe-
titions of the New Haven Water com-
pany and the Milford Water company
for amendments to charters which in
effect would give those companies the
right to take water from ponda which
now furnish Milford with its water
aupply drew to th capitol this after-
noon several score of Milford citizens,
and a' lively hearing was held before
the ' incorporations committee. The
objection lay in the fact that the New
Haven Water comitany has Just turned
into some of Its storage reservoirs
water from- - MiMord. The fears of the
Milford . people was that they would
lows alf control over-th- e watershed in
the town.

State Control-o- Ponds. .'- -

Before the fish and game committee
the hill to give state control over nat
ural bodies of water of fifteen acres
or more, presented by Mayor Fisher of
Mlddletown, brought out opposition
from water companies and private
ownera of ponds. The object of the
bill waa explained by Mr. Fisher. It is
to give the state the right to. hold such
ponds and lakes In trust for the peo-
ple and excluding any foreign or dome-

stic-corporation from exercise of
privileges on the ponds which are net
common to citlsens generally.

' Hartford Opposes It. .
W. W. Hyde, corporation counsel for

Hartford, spoke against the bill In be
half of the water commissioners of
Hartford, predicting that such a law
would bring about much legislation and
legal entanglements. He aaid that ev
ery pond In the state was either owned
by an individual or, a town.. To take
possession of ttease 'would be a prob-
lem that the state would have difficult'-i- n

solving. He said that under such a
law people would demand the right to
fish and out Ice on the reservoirs of the
Hartford watershed. The proposition)
he said, waa absurd. It would promote
trespass on private property.
