with one end a railroad track and the
other a hoat wharf, not re-
quired in the place. Twenty years ago
Edward Atkinson of Boston said that
the best place for cotton mills that he
knew of was on the Thames river.
There coal can be passed from boat
to mill for from seven cents to 15 oents
a ton. The same, work costs 80. cents
a ton to Jewetf City and proportionate-
ly more the farther, you go ! up the
state. This comparison is as true of
ether freight items as it is of coal.
There Is no argument that freight can
be moved on water cheaper than on
land. Worcester is today ..begging- - and
praying, for a canal following the
Quinehaug river tofthe head of the
Thames. What for? She wants what
w already have, water freights.
