In opening the subject Mr,
Fletcher Instanced the ' practice of
modern manufacturers ' and ' business
men in emptoyimr efficiency experts to

t find out whether, their business waa
, being done to its full capacity and in
tne most advantageous way, but in
school work we have no efficiency
testa. We' are turning out the chil-
dren, but no tests have ever been made
and hotmdy 'can tell whether we have
done the best for them. - Kindergarten
to college an Ideal, form of education
is laid, if the boys can only go far
endugh in' it: it is fine for the few,
but the great majority of boys and
girls are not getting what we have laid
out for them. . V

Mr.' Fletcher said that he had vis-
ited on of the , Norwich grammar
schools during his visit here, where he
had naked' the boys what they were
going; to be,' and the answers showed a
great preponderance of doctors and
civil engineers, while there would be
foresters enough for every tree. ' But
there were not oing- - to be any car-
penters or plumbers or bakers. Only

To keep a free passage for
air to the lungs, to keep the patient
warm (by hot sand if at the seashore),
and to perform vigorous movements
with the arms from twelve to fifteen
times per minute these wer a tha
points empnasizeo.

He spoke of the great opportunity the
teacbera had to recommend to the boys
the proper vocation, but said he did not
believe, tha present day women teach-
ers knew enough about business and
manufacturing to give very intelligent
advice en this point He recommended
that visit to. factorlea might be: ar-
ranged for the classes and in this way
the thing that the boy was most In- -'
terested In would be. Indicated. .

In response to questions after he had
concluded his talk, Mr. Fletcher said
that the boys In the .Bridgeport school
'were given 4 1- -2 hours actual shop
practice per day and 8 1- -2 hours in
mechanical drawing1, shop mathemat-
ics, shop sciences and civics. They had
a machine shop, printing, plumbing,
carpenter, pattern making and cabinet
making shops. . The girls were given
6 1- -i hours shop work, and 2 1-- 2 hours
in industrial art - They have dress-
making the study of textiles, and sim-
ple arithmetic. They can't have cook-
ing lessons because the state board
has decided that cooking- Isn't a trade,
but . the speaker said he hoped tha
board would see" differently some day.

Question as to what Norwich could do,
