- The
expense was defrayed by local trout
fishermen. These results Were largely
due to the efforts of E. F. Burleson,
the late A. C. Ladd and the late Game
Warden W. H. Bennett.

The first idea of. stocking .local
brooks was put into action fifteen years
ago, when the Jewett Citv Piscatorial
olub was formally organised with the
following officers: President, Archie
McNlcol; vice president,- James H.
Finn; secretary, William L. Sweet;
treasurer, Clark W. Reynolds; execu-
tive committee. A-- A. Young. Jr.. L. F.
Kinney, F. L. Leavitt, C. H. Fanning
and David P. Chabot. There were 46
members who loved the sport and desired

to see It at its best.
The names of a number of Norwich

sportsmen appeared upon its lists. The
club was formed at that time 1n view
of the swift decadence of the number
of trout in the brooks, and game and
food fish in the ponds and reservoirs.
