cut.: While the resolution in its orig-
inal form was rejected ,a substitute
lor it in-th- form of an amendment to
the medical act passed at the session
of 1907, did pass the house and will
probably be up for action in the sen-
ate during the coming week. The
amendment that the senate will
consider would allow the practice of
bone setting in Connecticut by persons
not registered physicians and also ex-
tends the privilege of doing such work
"with the use of medicines or drugs,
externally applied only." .
