INTERDICTED BY THE BISHOP.

Accused of Creating Grave Scandal in
Attacking Church Authority.

Biddeford," Me.,1: May 14.Six mem-
bers ot Roman 'Catholic churches of
Bidd,eford and Lewiston, all prominent.
were interdicted by Bishop Louis P'.
Walsh of the. diocese of Portland in a
general letter 'to the clergy read at
churches here - and elsewhere in the
diocese today. The action, which is
without precedent in the annals of the
church in the state, follows the intro-
duction into the last legislature of a
bill providing for the abolition of the
corporation sole of the Portland dio
cese, by which control of all churchproperty Is vested in teh bishop.

This bill, which was backed y a pe-
tition signed by nearly six hundred
Roman Catholics, sought to place' the
management of . the property of the
church in Maine in the hands of a
board of directors. It was adversely
reported on by the legislative- - com-
mittee which considered It and was
overwhelmingly defeated in the house.
The men mentioned in the bishop's de-
cree- signed the peanon as "members
of the executive committee of the
French-America- n Roman Catholic
Church of Maine." They are Godfrey

MANSLAUGHTER VERDICT

Guildhall, Vt. May 14. Hardly a

The imposing of sentence in the
case was deferred until next Monday,
in order to allow Mrs. Dodge's counsel
to study th-9 exceptions noted by them
during the two weeks that tie trial
has been in progress. Mrs. Dodge in
the meantime was remanded in the
custody of the sheriff.

The sentence to be imposed on Mrs.
Dodge rests with the discretion of the
presiding justice, so long as it is with-
in the provisions of the .Vermont stat-

than one, or by a fine not exceeding
