WATER SITUATION .
ABOUT THE STATE

Shortage Over a Year Ago,at This
Time Exists in Many Cities.

Many of the cities of the state re-
port a smaller amount of water on
hand than at this time last year.

The Norwich reservolr became emp-
ty Inst winter and has filled to with-
in 134 inches, which is about 50 inches
lower than in May of last wear. With
the pumping siation and Mohegan luke
alding in the supply, It is pelieved the
situation s much better than Jlast
vear, ar then the dally reaervoir
draught was 1,800,000 rll.ons. and now
it is but 700,000, Clark Raymond stat-
ed to & New Haven inguirer that the
conditions are’ below normal, As the
result of the city’s experlence lust yvear
the commissioners are bullding a huge
reservoir at Stony brook that will dou-
ble the present capaclty in use early
next year. Whils conditions were
more favorabie todasy than last year
at this time, said Raymond, they were
taking no chances and precautionary
stepr would be taken as s00n as a
drought thraatened. -

There are four things which bt;le dfﬁ
partmenl ig trylng to learn about
the mail that is handled.

First, number of pleces handled: sac-
ond, actaal time consumed In hand-
ling: third, average nurhber of pléces
handled per minunte: and, fourth, av-
erage number of handlings each plece
reccived. The time is to be kept In
minutes from which it can be figured
just how many pieces of each class
of mail matter can be handled in =«
minute, Blanks are provided on which
the total day by day and the nd
total for the month can be shown,
which are to be returned as spon as
possible to the postel department. at
Washington when the month is over.

In order to return the record sheet
to the department in as good shape #s
possible, Postmaster Caruthers is
keeping the dally figurez on sheets
of common brown papdr from which
the totals for the day are transferred
to the Ynal sheet. All the sub-ata-
tipns are included in the count and
nake returns to the main postoffica
where the records are added to
general results. The carriers are also
counting and keeping timeé on the let-
ters they deliver and collect, having =
daily gheet of brown paper on which
they make thelr returns, From fgures
already obtained at the local postofilce
it was shown that about .16 to 18 let-
ters per minute were handled in an
incoming mail of 11,000 letters and
about 20 per minute in an outgoing
malil of the same number.

To make a general count and timing
of the mail would be A blg task, any-
wiy, but the government directions on
this assignment are of such fine-tooth-
comb variety as to add grea to the
detail. Every class and subd¥ision of
mall has to be counted and timed sep-
arately and separate records made,
which are added together to get the
grand total . Tt B

For instance, in the first class mall,
which comprises letters, there ig no
subdivigion, but In the second class
mall there are newspapers, magazines,
transient, local delivery and free In
county malil, each to be counted and
timed separately. Altogether thers are
fourteen classes and subdlvisions to
be kept track of.
