A FEVERISH MARKET.

Prices Disturbed by Various Report of
Readjustments.

New York. May 24. Interest In stocks
today converged around the industrial
hares, by reason of the unsettled con-

ditions in the teel and iron markets.
Various reparts of readjustments of
prices disturbed speculative sentiment
and the stock market was feverish and
Inst ground. Announcement by the
chairman of the Republic Iron and
Steel company that the corporation
wauld disregard the official
price3, at least so far as iron and steel
bars are csncemed. on account of
price cutting by some of the smaller
oompanis. was regarded as the possi-
ble forerunner of a more general move-
ment. The announcement did not cone
as a surprise,, as it was known that a
reduction of prices had been under
eonsideration by manufacturers for
some time, and that jobbers had been
especially insistent that the rates for
steel bars be lowered. It was suggest-
ed that certain large manufacturers
would to maintain prices of
some products, arad prevent a. general
reduction, but it is too early to foresee
the extent of the movement. This
view seemed to be taken by the execu-
tive head of the United States Steei
corporation.

Thi sitock market interpreted the
move toward lower prices as a bearish
argument. It is known that the view
of a majority of the large ste"I manu-
facturers has been that price reduct ions
would not stimulate business sufficient
ly to compensate for some time, how-
ever, and it heg felt that some impet-
us was needed to bring the industry
out of its present position.

Stocks were linger pr,-ssu- re during
the morning, but later the market re-
covered slowly. After announcement
of the action taken by the P,epublic
Iron and Steel company price fell
away to the lowest point of tihe day,
and at the close there were many loss-
es of a point or more amorg the mar-
ket lde. United States Steel drop-
ped to 71 4, a loss of three points
from the high urice of 'Monday. Re-
public Iron and Steel common lost
1 S and the preferred two points. The
losses were flue to a large extent to
short selling, which seemed to be ly

large in United States Steel.
