A CONFUSED SITUATION.

Action of Republic Company in Reduo-in- g

Prices Has Traders Guessing.

New York, May 23. Events which fol-
lowed the action of the Republic Iron
and Steel company yesterday in reduc-
ing prics were the. predominating
influences today in the securities mar-
ket. Traders were confused as to the
exact meaning of the move of the Re-
public company, which was soon fol-
lowed by similar action on the part of
ether independent concerns and a sub-
sidiary of the United States Steel cor-
poration. There were sharp differences
of opinion as to the effect upon the
steel and iron trade and upon the gen-
eral industrial and financial situation.

Various indefinite reports of probabie
further price cutting by many or all

and iron producers and by manu-
facturers generally added to the con-
fusion, and it scmed doubtful wheth-
er tltis phase of the situation could be
cleared until it is apparent whether re-
duction of prices has exerted a favor.
aVie influence in stimulating business
Steel men said late today that the re-
vision had not resulted in the placing
of any large orders

The political aspect of the situation
received considerable attention, espe-eiall- y

irt view of the fact tha t the
Stanley investigation committee be-
gan its work tday. It was said in
some quarters that the reduction of
'prices- might be referred to in the ef-

fort to demonstrate Lo the nation's law-
makers that prices and output are not
regulated by any "trust." Fnited States
Steel shares were naturally the target
of most speculative marksmen. The
etoek sold off rather sharply in lare
block, to 77 3-- 4 during the first hour,
in which time transactions in the stock
aggregated more than SO.OftO shares, or
about 40 per cent, of total transactions
for the period. After a decline of a
point, the stock rallied ami showed a
degree of strength which was surpris-
ing to traders. Republic Irn and Steel
Issues held at slightly brlow yester-
day's figures, and Sloss-Sheffiel- d. an-
other independent company, fell a
point. -

Elsewhere the list showed strong
support- - Such standard shares as Un-

ion Pacific and Reading declined only

JOHNSON THE GREATEST '

NATURAL, FIGHTER

Uppercuts the Best in His Repertoire.

Joe Gans. while he had . all that
Maco or Mace's adherents ever knew
down to a fine point, resorted suffi-
ciently to original notions of his own
to be classed as a natural fighter, sayn
Billy Phelon. A man wno keeps tally
on ring happenings often hears refer-
ence to a hurtful punch which trav-
eled but comparatively few inches.
Well, it would have been hard to lo-

cate a ring man who required less
range for some of his punches than
Gans. Particularly was this true of a
right chop which Gans used in many
of his fights. He went very quietly
about preparing the way for a punch
of this kind, just elevating his right
glove gradually while sparring until
he felt it topped his opponent's guard.
Then, without drawing nis elbow back
the fraction of an inch, he would givo
a quick turn of the wrist and a down-
ward chug of his dexter glove, the
result being a clip on the chin which
jarred the receipient from truck to
keelson.

Tho greatest of all natural fighters,
of course, is this fellow, Ja?k John-
son, and the toest things in his reper-
toire ar the uppercuts with which h
times his men so fearfully and fault-
lessly.

It was thought, after seeing the way
he butchered fellows like Jim Flynn
and Tommy Burns with his lifting
punches, that he was only poison to
short men. bnt after that unfortunate
affair at Keno we knew the difference.

Jeffries was looked on to crush and
maul Johnson in the clinches, yet Jef-
fries was licked in the clinches. Xever
before did a frequenter of prizefights
see such damage inflicted at close
quarters. There were the two big
men swinging around in each ether's
f.rms, each supposedly bringing years
of experience in ringmanship to bear
to blanket the other and render him
powerless.

Yet one of the men the black man,
too freed either hand whenever he
felt like it apparently, and with an
upward driva bruised and gashed the
other's face while you watched. And
once just one when Jeffries tried to
retaliate in like manner, the . result
was absolutely ludicrous.

I am free to. confess that I never
before saw such infighting as Johnson
engaged in. and I cannot conceive of
any other heavyweight 1 know unless
it be Sam Langfoid copying John-
son's best Ucks with success.
