MORNING FREIGHT TRAIN.

Frank Sosnoski Found Dead Beside

- Sosnoski was a native of Poland and
came here several years ago. Two
years ago he returned to Poland with
his wife and daughter. It is about six
months since he came back, leaving his
family in. Poland. He had been work-
ing in the Saxton woolen mill, but of
late had been employed in the Falls
mill.- He was about 50 years old and
was well liked by his acquaintances
and well spoksn of by the townspeople.
