Shortly before the civil war veterans
started in Memorial day parade, one
who was among the first to respond to
President Lincoln's call to arms, Kvan
C. Burdick, answered the final call
and his name is now on the honor- roll
of the heroic dead of Westerly.

Burdick was a corporal of C company,
First Rhode Island volunteers, the first
company to go to the front from West-
erly. Ife was enrolled at Providence
Apiil 17. 1861. mustered into service
May 2, IS 61. and was mustered out at
expiration of term of enlistment Au-
gust S. 1861.

Mr. Burdick was in his eighty-fourt- h

year and had been ill for a long time.
He is survived by Mrs. Burdick. He
was a carpenter by trade and for years
worked for the Randolph Bentley Co.,
long out of business. Mr. Burdick was
baptized a member of the First Bap-
tist church. April 16. 1848, and was
earnest and sincere in his membership
for over S3 years. The funeral serv-
ices will be conducted by Rev. George
W. Riwler. a former pastor of the First
Baptist church.

Rev. O. D. Sherman, formerly of Mys-
tic, now pastor of the Seventh-da- y

Baptist church in rtichburg, N. Y,
has a letter in the current issue of
the Sabbath Recorder, which is of in-
terest in this section. Rev. Mr. Sher-
man writes:

"Rev. ' H. D. Clarke criticises this
quotation from Wool ley: 'When the
church gets as much in earnest in
serving Jesus Christ as the liquor sell-
ers d" serving the god of greed, your
state will get local option.' I suppose
Brother Clarke refers o Mr. Woolley's
endorsement of the anti-salo- meth-
od.

".Vow, I am a great deal older man
than Brother Clarke and had a good
deal of experience in fighting liquor
sellers when he was but a youngster;
and when he closes with the statement
that thesi- - methods 'are wrong in prin-eip- le

and wrong in final results' and
challenges 'successful contradiction of
the statement.' I take issue and accept
the challenge.

"When I went to Mystic in 18S0 the
town of Stonington was under se

and the law was enforced. H'jgh
Montgomery, a noble Scotch minister,
resigned his pastorate of the Metho-
dist church in Norwich, and as county
prosecuting agent was a terror to rum
sellers. There were a goodly number
of prohibitionists in the town and in
the village. The brother I succeeded
had been a hard worker on that side
and whatever he did or said went with
most every one. It was taken v for
granted that I, being a minister, was
also a "rjftrtv prohibitionist.' After a
time I was approached with a pledge
whose substance was that I would give
my vbte and voice to that party only.
Much to their, surprise, I declined. 1

old them that when 1 made my ap-
plication to be a voter, I pledged my-
self to the state of Connecticut 'to
vote for such men and laws as would
conduce to the welfare of the state,'
and t did not propose to take any other
pledge. As far as temperance work
wfTa concerned, mg hands should, be
free.

"N'ow, let us see how it worked. The
next year, through the apathy of tem-
perance voters, the town went license
and twenty or more rum shops were
opened and did their deadly work.
Crime increased, homes were made
desolate, idleness abounded, and soon
the streets of the villages became un-
safe for women at night. Temperance
workers organized, and as they said I
was a newcomer and would arouse less
antagonism, put me in as a kind of
"boss." - I attended every caucus of my
Wrty and soon the 'bosses' understood
that there was power to be reckoned
with. They asked me what I want-
ed. I told t.iem to name every office
that had to do with the execution of
the excise laws.

" 'Xante your men and you shall
have them.' was the reply. About this
time, Hadlai A. Hull, the leading law-
yer in town, a strong license advocate
and the lawyer to defend rumsellers
when they could g"t him, was most
wonderfully converted, and took up as
Ms special work the prosecution of the
run-- sellers. A town court was estab-
lished and as a recognition of my work
in the temperance cause I was ap-
pointed deputy judge. We

in Mystic, had no license and the lawwas well enforced.
