One of the essential charscreristics
which contribute to a largs extend
toward making the American trotter
and pacer the hest general purpose
horse in the world iz his rare intelll-
genca and versatility to adapt himssif
to all conditlons, Even the most fa-
natieal admirer. of the running horss
sport will readily admit that the so-
ecalled thoroughbred is nothing more
or less than a mere racing machine,
and as a rule practically worthless for
commercial or pleasurs purposes. If a
trotiac. and pacer fails to show suf-
ficient speed for raelng purposss, he is
glready fitted and ready for use on the
farm or business vehicle, while statis-
tics of the horse shows of recent vezrs
g0 to show that most of the blue rib-
bon winners in the high class paric and
carriaga clasges are trotring bred. We
often hear the expression “game as
thoroughbred,” but if this refars to the
gameness of our modern rTunning
horses, tha term thoroughbred is really
& misnomer,

The runper rarsly races more than
anca every week or ten davs, his racing
performances bpini confinad 1o the
same track for six to ten weeaks, while
evary effort is mada to keep down the
weight he carries, his rider usually
weighlng from 100 to 139 pounds, with
every possible ounce of additional
welzht being deplored and avoided

‘pacers that are anhually
“eountry. THe runner s
: upon but ons dssh and thut
-cmmlly prep trotter and
pacer is to rade anywhere from
hesl two In three heats tp hest thme
in five, with the latter race frequent’s’
siTuIEE out Lo six, seven and eigh:
heats.
The harness horse is scorcd any-
where from two to hall a dozen times
every heat, often times covering s mile
or more on some of thase scores and in
sreturning for snother attenipt to
to the wire on even terms, Notwithe
standing this, he (s often raced twicn
a weak, which, with his wmarming up
wirk and actval racing heats, means
anywhere from five to 0 heats. many
of them at full speed. with long ship-
mema marking évery wesk and racing
over any and all kinds of track, as well
as drawing a sulky that will welgh
from 30 to 506 pounds, with a driver
welghing anyvwhere from 150 to 209
pounds. T.zight ol hone, nxceptionally
high strung and absolutely worthless
ag a rula for harness or rosd purposcs;
the runner really cannot be compared
with the trotier or pacer when it comes
to a horse for fun purposes. 1t is safe
to say that fully 8-10 of our herpess
hordes possess thz natural intelligence
and docllity which makes them adapi-
abhle for use on the road and for pless-
ure purposas.

Dan Pateh, 1.55 1-4, 'the worlil’'s
champion psacer, ls as gentle ag the
tvpleal family nag, being  absalutely
fearless of all clty sights, driving with
open bridle anywhare and being a per-
fectly mannersd road horse. Uhlan
