London June 8. Billy Papke-- , the
American middleweig-ht- , otherwise
known as the Illinois Thunderbolt,
took the measure of Jim Sullivan, the
midtiiewoiirht champion of England, in
nine rounds of fast and furious fight-
ing' tonisrht. Again tt was the fighter
against the boxer, and the fighter won
with ease.

House Crowded to the Doors.
' The contest was for the middle-

weight championship of the world, a
purse of $10,000, and a side bet. It
was pulled on under the management
of IlUiCh D. aieln.toffh, the Australian
promoter, who hired the Palladium,
one of the London noted music halls,
for that purpose and crowded it to the
doors.

Throughout the fight was a savage
one. Sullivan proved the cleverer at
long ranga work, but Papko excelled at
infighting. There was. much clinching
and hittinjr in the clinches, and the
referee, Kujrene T!rri, was compelled
to remain in the ring1. He had diff-
iculty at times tn separating the men,
and he warned Papke twice.

Papke a Strong Favorite.
The meeting of the American and

Knglish champion had been the sole
topic of discussion in sporting circles
for some days past, and large aims
were paid for seats near the ringside.
Notwithstanding that the fight was
advertised as "America vs. England."
Papke ruled strtmg favorite in the bet-
ting at odds of 3 to 2 and in some
cases 2 to 1. Papke had a long list of
knockouts oji his record, while Sulli-
van's best fig'h.t was that in which he
defeated Tom Thomas and won the
middleweight championship of England
and the LorAdale belt.

Sullivan Norvo'us at the Start.
Sullivan showed nerousness when he

climbed nto the right tonight, but
after the fisht had gone a few rounds
he seemed to recover confidence. For a
time ho was a"lle to stand off the stur-
dy Papke, who "ronghed it" from the
beginning, and ho dodged with great
cleverness veral of the American's
slashing swings. Thse, had they land-
ed, would ha-- ended the fight then
and tberefl He used his left and right
wish Judgment, but without af-
fecting the stamina of Papke, who was
able to tales an unlimited amount of
punishment.

Uppareut Floors SutWvan in Ninth.
Towards the close of the ninth round

Papke landad a savage uppercut wihich
sent Sullivan to the floor. He took a
count of flare, and when the bell ranc
ta;srrei bHndly to his corner. When

the call to the tenth round sounded he
was untuble to staad up, and Corri
awarded the fight to Papke amid great
applause by the spectators.

FINANCIAL AND

MARKET BECOMES HEAVY.

Publication of Government's Crop Re
port Has Depressing Effect.

New York, Jane 8. Movements of
stocks were governed largely today by
influences apart from the usual stock
markt routine, chief among whicn
were the government's crop report and
the monthly statement of the copper
producers. High expectations were
held ot uili)rti exhibits in both eao&s
and In neithar instance were these
expectations entirely fulfilled. The
market, which had been decidedly
strong early in the day. became heavy
upon publication of the reports and
ctawad With material losses among the
acH-r- stocks.

The deterioration of the condition of
winter from S.i a month ag
to S.4 placed ti figure 1oelw the ten-ye- ar

averaat, whiifch in Wall street
was regarded as unfavoraale news, al
though it was recognized that a de-
cline during the month of May was
normal and that weather conditions
last month plainly foreshadowed a set-
back. Thla report served to blight the
hopea of optimistic traders who had
bought stocks In the belief that the
showing would be a more hullish one.
It was pointed out, however, that the
report reflected the condition on Juna
1 and that conditions since that time
had been ia many ways more favorable
for the growing crop. The unusuaily
good report on spring wheat counter-
acted to some degree the effect of the
winter wheat exhibit, and the state-
ment as a whole did not materially
alter conservative expectations of a
prosperous year. Sear trailers, how-
ever, seized upon it as an opportunity
for a raid, and in thoir efforts were
assisted by disappointed bulls. .The
selling during the last half hour of
trading following publication of the
report was the heavisst of the day and
prices fell off to the lowest point of the
session.

Many reports of pronounced im-
provement in the copper trade had led
to auch confident expectations of a
favorabls showing in the producers'
monthly statement that some disap-
pointment was shown when an

of 448, GwO pounds in stack on
hand wae resorted. Amalgamated
Copper rallied for a biief interval, but
later iall away tn qommon with other
metot storks. The encouraging f?ature
of the report was an increase of more
than ll.0D0.Dd?) pounds in domestic cor
simtption.

A determined effort was made in the
early part of the day on the stock ex-
change to continue the upward move-
ment which was begun late yesterday
and In tho first hour prices were car-
ried up rapidly, gains of from one to
two points being made by many of the
Important issues. The uncertainty --is
to the character of ths copper and
crop reports, however, halted the buy-i- n,

and the market became dull. Prices
eW'ned away slowly until the heavy
selling of the late session was hsgun.

United States Steel showed evidence
of the pressure which has been ob-

served almost continuously during the
wiek. Persistent buying of the Hill
stocks was continued, though they suf-
fered a setback late in the day in com-
mon with the rest of the list. Canadian
Pacific and St. Paul being the only im-
portant exceptions. Denver and Rio
Grande preferred" dropped four points.
