FINANCIAL AND

HIGHER RANGE OF PRICES.

Attributed to Favorable Developments
and Increased Outside Demand.

New York, June 19. A substantially-highe- r

range of prices prevailed
through the greater part of the day in
the stock market and the weakness
which was exhibited in the latter part
of last week disappeared. The im-
provement was attributed to favorable
development over the week end and
te some increase in the outside de-
mand for stocks. Commission house
orders were said to have reached a
larger total than on any other Monday
in several weeks, and although trading
fell oft somewhat at the higher prices,
the inquiry was sufficiently keen to
prevent a setback and to discourage
attempts to depress the market. It
was not until near the close of the
day, when profits . were taken, that
stocks lost a portion of their gains.

The successful flotation of the Pan-
ama bond Issue was of decidad infiur
enoe in encouraging the returning spir-
it of optimism tn the financial world,
and doubtlesa was responsible to some
extent for the course of the market to-
day. The bond sold "when Issued" in
large amounts on the "curb" today at
103 8 to 10S 1. the rise in price
from 12 4. at which they sold on
Saturday, before the bids were opened,
indicating that the offers ranged
somewhat higher than was expected.
A comparison of the amounts which
the successful bidders will pay with
quotations ef the securities of foreign
countries demonstrates the unrivaled
credit which the United States gov-
ernment enjoys among the nations of
the world. That huge amounts of
money are awaiting investment is in-
dicated by the manner in which the
issue was oversubscribed, a fact which
has aroused expectations of a large
demand for railroad and other cor-
poration bonds from bidders who were
not successful in obtaining a portion
of the Panama loan. d

A further favorable influence was
found in the government report on
iron and steel exports.

Crop reports, which are being
watched with increasing Interest in
th? stock market, were confused tod'iy
and unfavorable advices from the
northwest were associated with t;e
comparative heaviness of the Hill
tocks. The railroad stocks as a whole,
however, were the strongest'in ths list
There was a goed demand for the cop-
per stocks, and ' Amalgamated Copper
sold at the high point of the year.

The an-
nual report of the International Mer-
cantile Marine, showing a decided im-
provement in earnings, caused a brisk
buying of both the common and pre-
ferred issues, which improved in
price.
