Committee of Physicians Seo Reports
to National Body.

Los Angeles, June 25.—"Suicide [a a
private affair There is no more just-
ification for the pubiication of suoch
accounts than there i=s for publishing
otner private matters.”

This is tha assertion of a committee
of the Amertcar Academy of Medicine,
wiich Investigated the question of sul-
cide, and In making fte report here
requested the press of America to re-
frain from further publication of such
affairs,

“IE hn“e\or," the report declared,
“the membors of the press are still
skeptizal as to the fact that they are
now aceegsories to crime, we suggest
that they assist in the study of theg
conditions.”

Severnal suggestions In this respect
are made, and it is also proposed that
If the papers imsist upon printing
scandals and news of suicides, It be
litvited to a separate shest of distinet
yvellow enlor, se¢ “clean minds may
aveld the corruption. If such 2 meth-
od ia desirable for athletic news, why
not extend ita usa?"

“The rapid incresse in the death
rale from suicide in the United States,
with tha conviction tiiat a prominent
cause of this deplorable act was to be
found in the suzgestive effect of news-
paper publication of detalls.” is given
as the reason fur the investigation.

ANXIETY INCREASES
. ABOUT THE MAINE.

Cofferdam’s Strength to Be Studied for

. New York, Junz 25.—The Herald's
Washington corrsspondent writes:

More and more acute is the interest
shown here, especially among the tech-
nical men of the army and navy, in
the gre2at problem of upwatering and
raising the Maine now belng carried
out in Havana harbor. The last re-
poris showed that army engineers were
examining the dam with anxious care.
The fact that this critical examination
might last for ten_days or two wa2eks
has takepn sttention momentarily from
the sunken ship itseif to the great cofl-
ferdam that envelopes her.

Engineers arg interested keenly in
this and are =o thoroughly alive to
the difficulty of lowering the water
within and the hundred and one
chanees of something going wrong that
twev hesitate to express their admira-
tion-for the manner in which the work
has advanced thus far.

Opinion here is that if.the gigante
work is carried out without mishap it
will be one of the greatest enginearing
achizvements of the century, while. .f
it is carried oul even after difficuities
are overcome, it will ba a work which
the T'nited States government can well
be proud.

There is the gravsat danger of seri-
ous-mishaps according to ths sdmis-
sions of the most conservative ex-
perts here. In the firast place, weak-
nesges may develop in the structurs of
the cofferdam at any moment, as the
pregsures of the water Increases. To
carry out the programme the structure
will b2 taxed about to its limit. XNo
task -similar in maenitude has been
attempted before, 8o the engineers are
working in an unexplored fleld, with-
out past achievements to gulde tham
