BEACHY PERFORMS PERILOUS
FEAT AT NIAGARA FALLS.

THROUGH BRIDGE PASSAGE

Biplane Cleared Water by Not More
Than Thirty Feet—Aviator Says it
Wag Most Exciting Trip of His Life.

.

Niagara Falls, N. Y., June 27.—With
the whir of his blplann motor drown-
ed in the roar of the cataract and man
and machine momentarily obscured in
spray and mist, Lincoln Beachy, the
California aviator, today, after circling

bove the falls, swooped beneath the

arches of the upper steel bridge and

down the gorge almost to the wirl-

pooL
Landed on Canadian Side.

Rising again between the precipitons
sides of the lower river, Beachy moar-
ed to the Canadian side, where he made
a successful landing. It was the first
time that a bird-man had cut through
the air currents and mist caused by
Niagara Falls and raplds that have lur-

ed s0 many adventurers to thelr
death.
Twice Sailed Above Cataract.
Throngs on the American and Cana-

dian shores, on the Three Sister Is-
lands and on the bridge gazed with
fascination at the aviator, as he rose t@
8 height of about 2,000 feet, twice cir-
cled above the catarsct, and then made
the long swoop toward the narrow
passage under the bridge.

Sailed Through Bridge Passage.
His biplane came racing over
Horseshoe Falls so low that he was
lost to view for an instant, and then
winged close to the water, perilously
close, it seemed to those above. Il
seemel]l almosat to skim the water as he
made the bridge passage midway be-
tween the two abutments and almost
76 feet below the lowes: steel girders

of the structure.
Within 30 Fest of Whirlpool.

Passing the bridge, Beachy continued
on down the gorze almost 1o the whirl”
pool rapids, clearing the water by no*
more than thirty feet, and his biplane
tipping unevenly in the peculiar air
currents = encountered in the deep
pocket., There was a cry of relief from
the crowd when they saw the biplane
at last scar to a highr altitude and,
clearing the Canadian bank by a nar-
row margin, sall away in safety.

His Most Exciting Trip.

“It was the most exciting trip of
my life,” said Beachy after landing at
Niagara Falls, Ont,

FREIGHT CARS GO
OVER EMBANKMENT.

Disastrous Wreck on Hartford and
Poughkeepsie Bridge Route.

Towners, N. Y., June 27.—A freight
wreck which will probably tie up traf-
fic on the Hartford and Poughkeepsie
bridge route of the New York, New
Haven and Hartford rallroad unti! late
tomorrow took place In front of the
station here this afternoon. More than
twenty cars of an eastbound fraight
train left the tracks, smashed over
2,000 ties and tore up the roadbed for
several hundred feet. Thee derailment
was caused by the breaking of a truck
on a coal car just as the train, svhich
was going down grade at good speed,
was passing the station.

The cars smashed the staiion plat-
form, and William Ravmond, the op-
erator, narrowly escaped with his life
Just bevond the statlon s hridge spans
one of the streets of the town, and
four sets of trucks were thrown from
that into the street below, together
with several rails. Two cars were left
Iying over the bridge railing. When
}he care left the track Lhe engine with
en cars, including the ¢ar on which
the truck broke that caused the de-
railment, continued down the track,
the engineer putting on full steam un-
der the impression that the train had
broken in two and that the rear section
was following.

The first section stopped at a bridge
over the tracks of tle Harlem River
division, when the coal car jumped
sideways across the tracks, Four men
were riding on the coal car, three of
whom were thrown off when the first
break came, and the fourth stayed on
until the car jumped the tracks at the
bridge. All disappeared and are sup-

.posed to have escaped injury.

Several cars went over a twenty-
filve foot embankment beyond the
bridge over the street, and rails werws
thrown with such force that they
pierced the sides of the cars.

All freight traffic is held up and pas-
senigers are being -transferred around
the wreckage.

MORMON LEADER

He was sgupported In his
testimony by Bishop Charles Nibli-,
general manager of tha Mormon
church, who also testified.

The most significant of these was
the direct denia! by Shelly B. Jones, a
druggist in Marquetie, Mich.,, that he
had ever sald Mr, Hines had remarked
in his presence that he had “put
Lorimer over” as a United States sgn-
ator and that he had collected a fund
of $100,000 to do It.

Four Swear He Did Say It.

In =0 testifving, the witness contra-
dicted affidavits of E. D. Mosher, dap-
uty United States marshal at Mar-
quette; Frank J. Russell, editor of the
Mining Journal of Marquette, and
Robert C. T.owe, & Chicago newspaper
reporter, before the committes ap-
pointed by the Illinois senate to inves-
tigate the Lorimer election. His state-
ment also contradicted the testimony
given by Meris B. Coan, an investiga-
:or for the committee, at that hear-
ng.

O'Brien Also Contradicts.

Willlam ('Brien.. a lumber man of
Duluth, Minn, and vice president of
the Virginia and Rainy Lake company,
of which Mr, Hines is presldent, and
af which W. H, Cook, another witness
of the day. was a diréctor, contradicted
the testimony given to the Helm com-
mittee by Investigator Coan.
