FINANCIAL AND COMMERCIAL.

STOCK PRICES LIFTED.

Buying Movement Results in Small
Volume of Trading.
New York, June 28.—On a small

volume of trading the stock markst
swWung back toward a higher range to-
day, foliowing vesterday's effective
beur rald, The lower scale of prices
established yeseierday attracted a suf-
ficient amount of buying to lift quota-
tions easly at thes outset. Stocks ot
the coalers and Harriman roads were
the strongest, with gains of a point or
more. The bull party made no attemp!
10 extend the movement however, and
the market became lifeless, drifting
through tha greaier part of the day
with few further changes of moment
The end of the session found prices
generally higher, sithough the ad-
VAnces wera generally fractional.

The movement possessad little =ig-
nificance as an index to financial con-
ditions or speculative sentiment Xo
new influences were brouzht to bear
to lead an Impetus to the market, and
it remained largely In the hands of
professional traders, whose reluctance
1o engage in extenwmive operations was
evident. Reports which have been heard
frequently of Jatas in the financial dis=-
trict, bearing upon possible. anti-trust
proceedings of an important nature by
the government, were circulated more
postively today, and may hav been re-
sponsible in part for the restriction of
business. These intimations seemed
to find no response in the stock mar-
kel, although in the last hour there
were svidences of salling pressure
Prices rvecovered after a brief period
of weakne$s in & manner which seem-
ed to demonstrate the underlyving
strength-of the market.

Among the industrials the American
Tobacco Sacurities were the strong-
est., The brisk rise i1 the preferred
stock and the bonds was almost coin-
cident with the issuance of the su-
preme court’s mandate in the Tobacco
rase, American Smelting was prom-
iment by reaszon of its strength, Tecov-
ering a part of ita recent lgss.

Toledg St Louis and Western was
the weak feature of the railroad list,
both the common and preferred reced-
Iing on the report that its dividend pol-
icy might be influenced by the suspen-
sion of payments of Chicamo and Alton
preferred, which it controls.

The money market remainad undis-
turbed today, although but one dayv re-
mains before the advance of July, with
its vnusually heavy disbursements, A
sharp decline in the Bank of England’s
proportion of reserve to llabilities was
the significant item In the weskly re-
port of that institution.
