EMILIO AGUINALDO
" A PROSPEROUS FARMER.

Hupmobile Autoists Take Photograph's
of Former Rebel Leader

Detroit, June 29. Emilio Aguinaldo
has come as close to declaring fealty
to the United States as he ever will
come, and has given expression to his
admiration of Mr. Taft and his admin-
istration. This is the Ptory told by
three Detroit motorists who called up-
on him during their stay in Manila.

"I am happy and contented." Agui--
naldo told his visitors as he entertain
ed them at lunch in his beautiful home
on the shore of Manila bay, near Ca-vit- e.

"Our people are happy and
rnntenetd. We realize the conditions
in the islands are all that the most
sanguine of us could hope for so long
as the generous attitude of the pres
ent administration ;s maintained.

Clad in the inevitable linen suit, high
mountain boots and with helmet of the
prosperous Filipino farmer and look-
ing no older than in the days when he
was the very life and soul of the Fili-
pino insurrection, Aguinaldo was found
at his home on the shore of Manila
bay. near Cavite. by the Hupmobile
world touring party from Detroit.

For five years Aguinaldo has been
practically unheard of. He has re-
turned to the life that he led before he
left his ancestral estate to head the
insurrection, which he did, not because
he has the soul of a warrior, but be-
cause his people's appeal to him to
lead them to freedom was too urgent
for him to resisC

Here, m here generations of his fam-
ily have come and gone their way ot
aristocratic farmers,.he is also a farm-
er, spending practically all of his time
in the companionship of his young
son and daughter, Marianing and Car-
men, boy and girl of 7 and 13 years,
respectively.

J. R. Drake, secretary of the Hupp
Motor far company, Tom Halon and
Tom Jones, the three Detroiters whe
started last November on a tour of th
world in a Hupmobile car. went to
the home of Agulnaldo almost imme-
diately upon their arrival in Manila.

Upon reading their letter of intro-
duction Aguinaldo courteously greetea
the Detroiters, invited them indoors
and insisted that they remain for
lunch. Conversation was carried on
through an Interpreter.

Aguinaldo displayed his sincerity in
what he had said unconsciously per-
haps when the Detroiters asked him
to sit in the car for his photograph.
At flr.t he refused absolutely and final-
ly said he would upon the promise that
the photographs would not be used
anywhere in the Philippines.
