Skeloton Found In Town Of Ledyar

Body Had Been in Underbrush for Eight or Nine Months

—Man Over 40’ Years of Age But Identity is Not

) Known.

While locking for rhododendrons at
Lantern hill on  Sunday afternoon

ahbout § o'clock, Dun'el H. Maln was

attracted by a particularly strong odor
and on Investigation discovered the
remains of a humun body lying in the
brush. The ghastly Bnd was made on
property owned by Lafavetie F. Main,
a shart distapce below Pine Hill brook,
and ahont Nalf & mile to the west of
the schoolhouse located on the Mystic
road a quarter of a mile south of the
.\nrwic‘h_ & Wésterly trolley iracks
Mr. Main notified First Selectman
Samuel B Holdridge of Ledyard, who
communiczted with Coroner Franklin
H. Brown at Guales Ferry. Coroner
Brown telephoned to Dr, N, B. Lewis
of this city. medical examiner for the
town of Ledyard. and in the latter's
auto they went out to the scene. Dr.
Lewls starting for Gales Ferry to get
the caroner at 5 o'clock.

It was found on examinution that

decomposition had progressed so far
that practically only the skeleton was
left with a slight amount of flesh
hanging to yae of the bones, this
giving the or: - From the condition
of the skeleton, which was that of a
man of 40 to 45 vears, L muast have
been cxposed to the weather for eight
or nine months,

There were no signe of a violent
denth or of foul play, and there was
nothing on the body by which it could
be ldentifed, Fieces of a dark coat
and piair of trousers of heavy material
and a gray sweater partly covered the
skeleton, and there was a pair of well-
preserved shoes on its feet. XNo hat
could be found. Two handkerchiefs,
a clay pipe and a few malches were
the only other thinge on the body.

The bhody was ieft where found over
night, and will probably be buried to-
day by order of the selectmen of the
town. There is no ldea as o the
identity of the skeéleton.
