A LARGE BLOCK OF
' NEW ENGLISH PEERS

Stubbornness of House of Lords May
Be Met in This Way.

London, Julv 17. An entirely un-
expected contingency confronts the
career of the veto bill tonight. It is
possible that the house of lords, in-
stead of passing the third reading of
the Mil with their amendments on
Thursday, thus sending it back to
the house &f commons for considera-
tion, may rejecf it even with amend-
ments, lock, stock and barrel. In that
event. Premier Asquith is fully expect-
ed to announce, as he probably would',
that he had advised the king to create
a large block of new peers.

The liberal party are no more anx-
ious for an inflated peerage than the
lords themselves are, but will not balk
at the creation of peers if the neces-
sity is forced upon them. The par-
liamentary programme of the liberals
is as that of the Right Hon. Walterfeunciman, president of the board of
education,-- said in a speech on Satur-
day, "The bill, the whole bill and
.nothing but the bill."

Two moves in the lordes' game to-
day excited great speculation. One
was a conference between the con-
servative leaders, the Marquis of
Lansdowne, the Earl of Selborne, Bar-
on Middleton. the Marquis of Salis-
bury and others. The second was a
strong appeal by Lord Morley of
Blackburn to the liberal followers in
the house of lords. Lord Morley said
in a circular letter:

"It is possible that a certain num-
ber of opposition peers may force di-
vision on the third reading of theparliamentary bill. The momentous
results at stake, both immediate and
in the future, make it in the highest
degree desirable that no supporter of
the bill should be absent from his
place. I earnestly trust, therefore,
that your lordship will not fail to
give his majesty's government the ad-
vantage of your presence on what may
prove so truly critical an occasion."

A SOLDIER ROLL.

Resolution Passed by Senate Last
Week Establishing One.

(Special to The Bulletin.)
Washington,- July 17. The senate

passed a resolution last Friday that
establishes a soldier roll, It
requires the appointing officers of the
senate to retain in the employ of the
senate all persons that served on the
Union side in the civil war. Under the
resolutions, old soldiers can only be
removed on charges which must be
reported to and be approved by the
senate.

Two Connecticut men come under
the new rule. William G. Gallagher,
appointed-- , from Meriden by Senator
Piatt years ago, and Joseph A. Bur-
rows, appointed by Senator HawHy
from New London.
