NEW LONDON WILL ASK
FOR ANOTHER MILLION.

Senator Brandegee to Ask Appropria-
tion from National Government.

New London, July 31.—=Now that the
state hasappropciated $1,000,000 for the
development of New London's magnli-
cent natural harbor, the national gov-
ergment Is to be asKed atl the coming
gedsion of congress In December to
make o similar appropriation, and it is
bzlieved there is every probability of
favorable action being taken by con-
grese,

Such action would be In keeping with
the national polley of Auplicating, doi-
lar for dollar, any appropriations for
harbor developments by stales or mu-
nicipalities, and Washington advices
from those working on the projeet are
declda2dly optimistic.

The requesy to congress will be for-
mally made by United States Senator
Frank B. Brandegee and he will have
the hearty co-operation of Senator
McLean, Congressman Higegins of this
district, and of the other members of
the state’s congressional delegation.

The appropriation by the national
overnment of a million dollarg [or
arbor Improvement In this city will
in no sensa interfere with the state
project of bullding docks and ware-
houses, The state of Connecticut will
own these plers and aill other property
bullt directly from the amount appro-
priated by the general assembly. The
million dollars from the government
will be used in deepening the harbor
at certain spotg where a deeper chan-
nel will prove advantagsous to the
shipping which is certain to come here
as soon as proper accommodations are
provided by the state.
