ENGLISHMAN SWIMS
THE ENGLISH CHANNE

William Burgess Duplicates the Feat
of Capt. Matthew Webb.

London, Sept. 6.—William Burgess, a
Yorkshire man, today successfuliy
swam the English channel from Dover
to Cape CGrisnez. The swimmer landed
at Cape Grisnez at half past 10 this
morning, almost exactly 24 hours afier
leaving Dover.

Burgess' success today in swimming
the English channel. which i= 20 miles
wida where he crossed it. followed nine
plucky but unsuccessful attempts to
negotiate the "span of water between
the French and English coasts.

Numerous attempts have been made
to swim the channel since 1875, when
Capt. Matthew Webh swam from Dover
to Calais in 21 hours and 45 minutes,
but ne one has been ahle to dupiicate
Captain Webb's feat until today.

Burgess has been (rying for séversl
vears to emulate the feat of Captain
Webb in 1875, having first tried on
Sept. 8, 1304. Several times he got
within a mile of the moal. only to be
swept away by the receding tide.

On this occasion. which Burgess de-
clared would he his last attempt. he
started from South Foreland at 1050
o'clack vesterdy morning. A stronre
tide was filoning and the swimmer bad
a :&ugh task to get. mast Goodwin

Four hours after his departure the
swimmer was only eix miles on his
way. This was the last heard of him
until the news of his success in reach.
ing the French shors arrived here. and
great anxiety was being felt as to his
fate, A heavy fog enveloped the chan-
nel last night and the crossing steam-
ers falled to asight the swimmer.

A WOMAN GIVES TESTIMONY

She Had Had u-‘ﬂuarnl With One of
the Accused—A Pearl Necklace Said
to Have Been Smuggled.

New orkY, Sept, 6.—Separate indict-
ments accusing Nathan Allen of Ken-
osha, Wis, and John R. Collins of
Memphis, Tenn., millionaires, of amug-
gling gems valued at many thousands
of dollars into the part of New York,
were brought to llght today In the
office of United States District Attor-
ney Wise.
