BURGLARS MAKE A BIG

HAUL IN NEW MILFORD

Homes of Bank Cashier and Tax Co-

llector Entered.

New Mili'uid. .Sept. Burglars en-

tered the homes of Edwin J. Emmons,
cashier of the New Milford Savings
bank, and Frederick E. Starr, tax col-

lector of this town, early today, and
secured an aggregate of $D0 in cash
and $1,000 worth of jewelry. .Entrance
in each case was through a window
on the first floor and the daring dis-
played by the robbers leads the au-
thorities to believe that they were pro-
fessionals. .

The Emmons home was entered by
prying open a window of the. parlor,
ami the burglars, apparently familiar
with the location of the rooms, went
to the bedroom in which Mr. Emmons
and his wife were sleeping. A jewel
case, lying on the dresser in the room,
and containing two gold watches, sev-

eral diamond stickpins and some
small trinket. was taken. Mr. Em-
mons" trousers, which were hanging
within a few feet of the bed. were
also carried to another room, where
$."0 in cash, which was in a pocket,
was secured. The robbers then ran-
sacked the bureau drawers in the other
rooms, but failed to procure anything
if great value. A valuable silver set

was left in the hasty departure of the
burglars when Mrs. Emmons - was
awakened by the noise of their walk-
ing about the house, and called to her
son. thinking that he had gotten up.

From the Emmons home, the bur-
glars went to the Starr house, about
a quarter of a mile distant, and gained
entrance through a first floor win-
dow. The bedroom of Mr. and Mrs.
Starr is on the first floor, and the
burglars went into the room and took
Iroi jewel cases, one containing a
diamond brooch and the other a dia-
mond phi, wiihout awakening them.
Mrs. Dean, mother of Mrs. Starr, who
wpr-- sleeping on the second floor, was
awakened and saw the flare, ight of
th men as they were coming up-

stairs. She lighted a match, which
frightened the burglars away. Mrs.
Dean said that she saw one man and
he was masked.
