. SWEEP THROUGH FIELDS.

Peasants Are Fleeing from the District
' About Mount Etna.

Cantania, Sicily, Sept. 12. The cres't
of Mount Etna now presents a terrify-
ing ' spectacle. Heavq smoke lies over
it with frequent brilliant fjashes, and
the bomtoardment, which is continuous
along a line nearly two miles in extent,
is like the firing of heacy artillery. A
torrent of "burning lava, estimated at
2,000 feet wide and four feet deep, is
poUring down the slope. Everything in
its wav. has been .carried 'before it
Groves of trees have been uprotted and
set . on fire, and the lava stream is
sweeping trough the fielJs, sending out
for miles around hot resinous waves of
smoke.
