SENATOR BRISTOW REPLIES

Exciting Incident at Kansas Anniver-
sary Celebration Whers Taft Was
Guest—Introducad as “Bill Taft”

Hutchinson, Kan., Sept. 26—Near
the close of what had been a non-
partisan celebration of the fiftieth an-
niversary of the birth of Kansas as a
stale, with Presldent Taft as the prin-
cipal speaker, a political incident flar-
ed up here today and gave a thrill to
the thousands of Kansas who packed
the gmandstand at the state fair
grounds, .

Fisher Scores Demagogues.

Walter L. Fisher, secretary of the
Interior, in President Taft's cabinet,
Juet back from Alaska, made a three-
minute speech in which he sa2id some
things aboul the dlfference between
“real, progressive, middle of the road

type like Mr, Taft,” and “hypocritical,
, demagogic progressives

who apposed
every practical prozrassive pelicy put
forth.”

Senator Bristow Maetse Challenge.

Senitor Joseph L., Bristow, ranking
second only to Senator LaFaollette of
Wisconsin among the progressives of
the senate, followed Secretary Fisher
and quickly eaught up his challenge.

“We in Kansas,” he said, “are al-
ways willing to grant that the other
fellow i=2 honest in his views and-we
expec: him Lo grant that we are honest
in ours, 1 want to say to President
Taft and to Secretary Fisher right
now that in working out the problems
that eonfront us, we of Hansas will
have pour part and have our say, to tha
end that there shall be equal justice
to all and special privilege to none”

Both Speakers Applauded.

Both Secretary Fisher and Senator
Bristow wera applanded. The throng
seethed o appreciate the verbal pas-
siage of arms and the virtual serving
of notice by the junlor Kansas sena-
tor that while he was
freeiv_and gladlv in the welcome to
FPresident Taft in this state, thersa was
to he no let-up in the factional fight
as soon as the chief executive left the
borde®s of the commonwealth,

Preasicdent Talked No Politics.

The presidont himself had made ah-
solutely no reference to polities. His
ditdress was purely historicel and In
it he had taken occasion to pay a irib-
uta to the Indepandence. in thouszht
and action of the Kansans ag a people,
Taft Introduced as a Progressive.

Mr. Taft lad bee mintroduced by
Governor Stubbs, o progressive among
the progressives, as the president “of
the greatest nation ever conceivad in a
human brain.” The governor added
thit Kansas was the greatest stats “on
the fuce of the globe”: that the United
Btales was the greatest nation God
evar allowed to be operated,” and the
president of the Umted States “had
more power and more majesty than
any king or potentate of ancieni or
modern times"
