In the s;uperior court here Tuesday,
Judge William H. Williams' presid-
ing, the case of William X. Aledbury
vs. Frederick Aleade, both of Canter-
bury,' occupied all the time. The plain-
tiff claimed $500 damages ior damage
done his property by a woodland Are
which got beyond control April 15,
1910. f

Attorney Donald G. Perkins of Nor-
wich represented the plaintiff, . Attor-
ney Harry E. Back of Danielson and
Attorney Charles E. Searls of this city
were : counsel for the defendant.

At the time stated, Air. Aleade, hav-
ing secured a permit to burn over some
of his land, invited Air. Aledbury and
the latter's son, Frank E., to assist him
in doing the work- - Going to the point
where the Are was to be set the match
was applied. Eventually -- the fires got
beyond control and swept over several
acres of Aledbury s property. The
plaintiff and defendant were, directly
at variance as to which set the fire,
Aleade claiming that Aledbury did and
vice versa, and also were at odds in
the. testimony on - the point as to
whether the fire was started on the
property (adjoining) of the former or
the latter.

Mr. Medbury estimated the actual
damage to him by the fire- - as $166.
witnesses estimating at $300.

Edward Baker, Canterbury testified
that HO acres of Aledbury's land was
burned over in the fire. Only two or
three acres ' of land with big trees
was included. He said that a previ-
ous fire had damaged the big trees,
therefore there was little damage by
the fire in question.

Herbert Baker. Canterbury, testi-
fied that the land was rocky and that
the fire did little damage.

Alarshall J. Frink, a selectman of
Canterbury, said he S counted the
stumps of the trees after the fire and
that they numbered 40.
