SEEKING STATE PENSION.

West

lgnorance Prevails as to Who is En-
titled to It.

While the Civil war veterans were In
Hartford Wednesday many of them
called at ths stute comptroller's office
und applied for the =tate alr under the
new law for soldiers. Towards the
close of the afternoon the pile of ap-
plication cards had reached surprising
dimensions. There continues to he
sreat ignorance as to who is eligible to
this aid. The new !law Is as follows:

Every person resident in, this state
wheo has served In the army, navy, ma-
rine eorps or revenue marine service
of the United States during the Civil
war, and received an honorabie dis-
charge therefrom, the widow resident
in this state, or if there he no such
widow the widowerd mother resident
in this state, of every person wha has
=0 served and has died either during
nis tarm of service of after receiving
honorable discharge from saild ser-
vice, and the pensioned widows, fa-
thers and mothers resident in this state
of soldiers, sullors and marines whao
served in the army. navy or marine
COorps or revenus marine service of the
Tnited States during the Civil war
shall be pald by the state, as state
aid, the sum of 330 each, annually,
subject to such regulationg as to
proof of gqualificatiens {o receive the
same and af to the time and manner
of payment thereof and receipt there-
for @5 the complroiler shall prescribe,
The exemption from taxation provided
by Section 2316 of the general statutas
and amendments thereof of the prop-
erty of pensioned soldlers. sailors or
marines of the United States, and of
persons resident in this state who have
served In the army, navy, marine corps
or revenue marine service of the Unit-
ed States, or the widow, or widowed
mother or pensioned widow,
maother of any such person
applv to the property
entitied to state aid
vision of this act.
