FPredorick Willard Hurtwell was born

Hartwell of ithe old Hartwell-Richards
wholerale dry goods house. e attend-
ed the public schouls and Providengce
nlgh school, later golng to Kimball un-
ion academy at Meriden, N. H,

In 868 he became w bookkeeper [or
Day & Chapin, in Providence, and re-
mained with the eoncern for several
yeaprs. being paymaster for a time. On
Octoher 15, 1873, he was mearried to
Mary Loring Hartshorn, and shorily
afterward, at the solicitation of his
father-in-law, Jogeph . Hurtshorn,
&l that time secretary of the Provi-
dence Steam and Gaa Pipe company, he
enterad the employ of that concern us
a bhoolkhkesper.

U'pon the retirement of Mr, lart-
shorn In 1834, Mr. Hartwell was pro-
matad 10 the vacancy in the secretary-
ship. which he retained up to the time
of his death, In 1884 this company
was consolidated with western inter-
ests, under the niame of the General
Fire Extingulsher company, known all
over the country, and Mr. Hartwell
was elected sécretary and made man-
ager of ita Providenece plant. In 1906
he was elected one of the directors of
the corporation.

He was a director of the Atlantic
Natipnal bink of Providence and was
associated with various other corsmer-
cial and mercantile enterprises at va-
rious periods of his life. He always
took an active part in the affairs of
