will he well lighted and ventilated
and have outdoor; rooms at the south,
where the beds may be rolled out of
doors.

The administration and. ser-
vice departments art to be two stories
high, the remainder of the building
comprising the connecting ways and
ward rooms one story in height.. On
the first floor of the administration
building will be located a room for
the superintending docto'r, with ex-
amining room connecting. A reetp-tio- n

room is to be located at the right
of the main entrance together with
a room for the matron. At the north
side of the corridor will be the dining
room for patients and staff dining
room and serving room. The ward
rooms are to be at the east and west
ends of, the building, separated from
the administration building by con-
necting ways. Each ward room is to
be 28 by 10 feet and have accommo-
dations for twenty patients.
