Salt Water Secured Which Made it
Uifit fo- - Boiler Use Will Drive
One Near Reservoir.

It has been decided to abandon the
deep- well wnich was being driven at
the Norwicn State hospital near the
power house, and which had reachtd a
depth of about 200 feet. On two dif-lere- nt

tests salt water haa been found.
It was first found at twenty feet be-

fore the ledpe was encountered, but
as soon as the ledge was entered a
wall packer was put in and the salt
water was shut off, but some distance
further a fissure in the rock was pass-
ed through which yielded salt water,
and, strange to say, the water was
more salt than the river water. This
was oft', but the rock was of
such a character that it was believed
that it would not be practical to con-
tinue the well since the packing re-
duces the diameter each time.

Tha location for '.he new well has
been relented about 40 feet below the
present well near tha reservoir. It will
be a ten-inc- h well, which will become
eight inches in diameter as soona5 Lho
ledge is encountered.

At the depth of 185 feet the greatest
flow was secured in the well near the
reservoir, but they went to the depth
of 300 feet to allow the installation of
an air life At the old well, which is
28- feet above tidewater, ledge was en-

countered at 30 feet, but at the aband-
oned well, which is nine feet above
tidewater, ledge was not found until
100 of pipe had been driven.

In this abandoned well, sand of va-
rying fineness was found, .some of it
being so fine as to make the drilling
slow, and the rock when struck was
found to be very, hard, so that but
two to three feet could be drilled in
a day, when ordinarily eight to ten
feet are drilled. -

There was an excelelnt rainfall on
Wednesday, and it is believed that an
inch and a quarter will be secured
therefrom.
