If our hearts deeply feel that we
are under the care and protection of
tno infinite Father who never makesany mistakes concerning us; that He
"hath crownjd our year with fatness."
and that He has given to us of the
good things of Hie kingdom more lib-
erally than our meagre- living has
really merited, then it is well to have
the feast, ea, a feast of the very best
things possible that shall- adequately
express tho 'argeness of our gratitude.
The cry of the nelent heart, "end his
mercy endureth forever," if sincere,
must have been very satisfying, and
perhaps was the remote cause of that
elaborate system of thanksgiving for
which the Hebrew nation was noted.
The real ' question before us, their, is
this: As 1 look ovtjr the year now
drawing to a close, have I good rea-
sons for being thankful?

I think we ousht to be thankful for
all things that make us stronger men.
The hard things of life provided
they ,are unavoidable and tpken In
the right spirit do make strength.
Things against which struggle has to
be made develop power. To Jive at
all, the white oaks of our bleak hills
must stand up against chilling frosts
and furious gales, but instead of de-- .
stroylng, these things give greater
toughness of fibre. The. sighing of
ths winds through their bare branches
at this sea-io- of the yrar put Into
language would be this: "We are
thankful for zero cold, for storm and
stress, and sweeping gales, that have
made us what we ae, not tender lilies
that die with the season. ' but white
oaks that outlast the century." It' is
likewise true that the iron atoms of
the human blood are not generated In
the lap of luxury, but as men with
brave hearts and iron wills face-har-

things because God's "stamp is there.
The early settlers of any country are
usually mn of sturdy bodies nnd vig-
orous minds be'ause struggle brings
out every sleeping atom of efficiency.

Observation teaciies me that real
men are not made by what tlielr fa-
thers leave them, but by using aright
their own brain and muscle. It is not
baby play that makes athletes, the
diet must be severe, and the training
must test and harden bodMy organ.
Men, we are up against things every
day that call forth the iron In our
nature, and I cannot help feeling that
somehow even the vacant chair, the
bruised hand, the achlnxr heart and
the burning tear .are linked to the
eternal goodness. Two things I know:
the Almighty Father who is Infinitely
good, is here, and so are Jhe hard
things of life only by his prm!nHion.
Why not Join tho two and rejoice that
God never makes a mistake! I can-
not avoid the feelinir that the mighty
hand that occe smootned out th
ancient .ialtlean se:i can sweep the
thorns from my pathway, and I will
trust him to the flnith.

Now, if this position is reasonable,
may we not feel thut the hard things
of life even grip us more tirnily to
eternal realities? If so, in there not
occasion for tnanksgi vin!f ? If we
write in one column the things that
evidently have been for us, and in the
other the things that sjem to have
been against us, will not the former
vastly outweigh the latter? When we
think of the God who is above us, the
country that ia able und diwponed to
protect us in our rights, and all the
advantages of this progressive clvllia-atio- n,

is there not reason for thank-
fulness? If there is this spirit in our
hearts, then the bountiful table of to-

morrow which I trust you may all
enjoy will mean something.

LAST CALL FOR THE
, PERSONAL TAX PAYMENTS

Collector Robinson Says There Are
Less Than 500 Who Have Failed
to Pay Up.

On Wednesday, Tax Collector T. A.
Robirson sent out the final call for
the payment of the personal tax of
1910. He has had special blanks print-
ed for these notices, there being 477
which he has mailed.' On the stub he
makes entry that he had on the date
written made demand of the person
for the oayment of his personal tax
due April,-10- . 19il, by depositing in a
postoftice in this city, postage paid, a
written demand for said lax. The ud-dre- ss

is given, it being his last known
place of residence.

There are two slips attached to the
stub, one beinir for the collector and
the other fojr the taxpayer.

There are no known reasons why the
477 should not pay the tax and if all
pay the sum of $954 will be received.
The stubs are made out so they can
be produced in court when the collec-
tor is called upon to testify that the
demand has been made.

There was tile sum of $7,474 due for
personal taxes by the book and there
has been collected $5,724. There was
a total of over $1,100 in errors.

After this list of taxpayers has had
reasonable tinm in which to appear
the delin'iucnts wiil have to he re-
ported by law to the city attorney.
In other cities it is costing; from $t
to $9 to tle suh bills in court, and
it is considered a much more ec lnni-icn- l

COUNSEL WANTS NEW "
TRIAL FOR SPENCER

Motion to That Effect Filed with Five
Reasons Being Given,

Bertram G. Spencer's lawyers have
filed a motion in the supenor- eourt
at Springfield, asking for a hew trial
of the murder charge against him.
The announcement that they had filed
the motion cccaaioned no surprise, for
this was expected and is the usual
course taken in such" eases. The
grounds on which the new trial is
asked are the ones ' commonly given,
with the addition that Bpencer's law-
yers claim that thre was no evidenc
tending to show that the shooting of
Miss Blackstone occurred while Spen-
cer was committing or attempting to
commit a Time punishable by life
imprisonment in the slate prison.

This will explain why it was that
the commonwealth and the defense
paid so much attention to the question
of whether the window, through which
Spencer entered the Dow home, was
or was not unlocked. The law makes
it a capital offense for a puron who
breaks into a liousti in the night time
with the intention of i ocimitting a
robbery' to kill another p rswn while
attempting to escape. This makes the
question of v. iietlicr Spencer broke in-
to the house in the night time im-
portant, and it is claimed that there
was not sufficient evidence about this
matter to warrant the Jury in finding
the defendant guilty of murder in the
first dtgree. There was some conflict-
ing testimony at the trial us to wheth-
er the window was locked, and Spen-
cer himself in his confession was ap-
parently in doubt about the matter.

He receive! a fractured skull and was
laid up for ten weeks, during which
time he spent $200 for medicine and
care and was deprived of his pay of $4
a day which he earned when working
as a mason. '

a cousin of the plaintiff, testified that
he notified the company of the suit
and had conferences with Claim Agents
Boardtnan and teteele. It was the tes-
timony of W. H. Marigold, Jr., of
Bridgeport that he served the papers.

SALE OF RED CROSS
, STAMPS IN NORWICH

Wil! Be Started December First' 100,000 Ready , for Purchasers.
On Dec. 1st circulars calling atten

tion to Red Cross tuberculosis Christ-
mas stamps will be sent out to all the
local manufacturing ' firms, business
reuses with a large staff of employes
and all others who may be interested.
urging that they use the Red Cross
etamps on their pay envelopes, monthly
statements and Christmas . packages,
and asking that every concern use as
many stamps as possible, so that a
correspondingly large sum may be
realized for the tuDerculosls land.

The one point in particular that the
Norwich chapter, American Red Cross,
Is trying to impress upon the public in
connection with the sale of these
Christmas stamps is that every cent
derived from their sale or any dona-
tion made is used exclusively for the
war against tuberculosis and for no
otner purpose. Red Cross Christmas
stamp money has for the last three
eti oeen deposited in a special a-- c
unt In the bank to the credit of the

tubercu'osis fund - ich chapter
of the Red Cross, and this fund has
(Inns a wonderful amount of good for
those sick with uberculosis and having
no otber source of help to call on. It
Is for these especially that the Red
Cross uses the money derived from the
sale of the stamps.

In the last two years, with the money
raised by the Norwich sales and
workers, eight patients have - been
placed in sanatoriums, while for those
ill in their homes a great amount of
good has been done, --including the fur-
nishing of eggs, milk. wine, fur coats,
heavy blankets.' and underclothing,
while fur coats have also been provid-
ed for those who were sent to sana
toriums.

President Franeis J. Leavens of the
Norwich chapter . has received a con
signment of 100,000 of these stamps
and will later receive more. The
stamps will be placed on sale at the
Porteous & Mitchell- company, the
Boston Store. George A. Davis' store.
Cranston & Co., and the postofflce. At
each place there will be Haile club
girl in the regulation Red Cross cos-
tume as usual. The girls will go on
duty about Deo. 15, when the Christ-
mas shopping has fully set in.
