INTERESTING TALK
ON ENGLISH POLITICS,

Fred Holdsworth Tells of the Party
Werk Dene There.

At a waeli attended meeting of the
Norwich socianlist party ’l‘h_l.lrld.!'
evening . P. Clarke gave a report of
the doings of the county commities
lust BSunday.

Fred Holdsworth spoke on Political
Parties In Great Britain, In the mindis
ol American soclalists thers seemas (o
be much confuston in regard to the
sociniiat and labor parties. In the ulg
countries thers are alwayms to ba foun

two parties, one o represent the aris-
tocracy or land proprietors and the
other representing the manufaoturing
cluss, One hundred years ago the
whigs represented the amall landhold-
ers and manufacturesrs and the tlories
the landed aristocracy. About 1832 fhe
rotten boss system such as pravall’ in
Connecticul toduy was wbolished. The
liberals gradually became the domi-
nant polition]l party and (he ponsarvi-
tives or torles held sway up 1o 1874
with the liberals,

In 18903 the independent labor party
wan formed, Independent wignifiad thet
they were independent of »il other
parties, labor to signify that they were
workers, ‘The soclalists only contest
eclections In Englund when they see an
opportunity of winning, as It cosls
2,000 to contest ench ciection district
The expense of the Boer war was the
first event to wake up the British
workingmen. The Taff Vale dacision
ngiinst English trade uvmfons arousaed
the men, xs they saw that po union
trensury was safe from the employers
if the workers wenl out on striks. In-
dependent political action was deciasd
upon 1n 1900 at & conference which or-
gunized an labor represenlation <oin-
mittee. Two meéembers were eloctad Lo
the house in that year. In 1800, 40
Inhor members were returneil Now
aut uf 42 labor members about half are
ecolalists, ‘Theme who are socialists
are blamed for the shoricomings of the
nen-mocialisis, They are responkible
for the revarsal of ths Tafm Vale de-
welon, the feeding of hungry school
children In denominational as well as
publle schools.
