CHRISTMA8 HINTS
FROM BUTTERCUP.

Dear Sisters' of the Social Corner: I
am here once mora but as I was grow-
ing so familiar under my old-- name I
have selected a new one.

A pretty handkerchief holder may be
eaaily made and lt is something which
will be appreciated tby mother, sister,
cousin or aunt.

To make Handkerchief Holder take
two pieces of atiff cardboard flvo Inchessquare. Cover tooth with, cloth, prefer-
ably silk, but any flowered muslin or
lawn will do. Put one top of the other
ond take a piece of fancy elastlo one
and one-ha- lf Inches In width and put
around the pieces. Fasten so that thetop piece may be raised from the bot-
tom one to admit the handkerchief.
Make a rosette of one inch ribbon and
fasten on the middle of the top card-
board where the elastic comes to-
gether. Of course yoa should choose
the favorite color of the person to
whom you Intend to give It. This
makes a very attractive as well as use
ful gift.

Another gift that Is always welcome
is a pretty handkerchief. Take white
lawn eight Inches square. Hemstitch
this. Add a row of lace Insertion one-ha- Jf

Inch wide and edging to match.
The edging should be gathered around
the corners, and for this reason you
will need a quarter of a yard more
edging than insertion. In putting on
tins insertion lf you turn lt under In-
stead of over at the corners you will
find tt much easier.

teaspoon salt, two tablespoons butter,
thoroughly mixed together, and enough
milk to make soft dough. Bake 20
minutes: put on serving dish and use
with any preferred sauce.

Here is a way we like our
Cranberry Sauce Take four cup of

cranberries, one cup water, cook slow-
ly ten minutes; pour two cups sugar
on them, but don't touch them; cook
slowly another ten minutes. If any
sugar remains on top press gently un-
der water. Tasty and looks very pret-
ty ln plain glass dish. -
