Not a Proper Dip.
Had tha electric light wire been

hanging with a proper dip, this en-
tanglement, which was tha primary
cause of tha accident, probably would
not havo happened.

Telephone Not Protected.
The Connecticut company' telephone

which was being usad by Spottswood
was not- protected in any way against
dangerous currents, such as charged
tne wire on the morning of his death,
and judging from experiments I have
recently made with a. telephone with-
out protectors, and equipped with them,
I am reasonably certain Mr. Spotts-
wood would have sufferedno ill effects
provided his phone had been protected
as required by tha National Board of
Fire Underwriters according to their
rules and requirements of , 1(11 (see
pages 164 and 165).

Reeammendatiena.
Therefore, I would respectfully rec-

ommend as a preventive of similar ac-
cidents that electric light wires and
telephone wires be hung and main-
tained in auch a manner as to reduce
tha liability of contact between them
to a minimum and that telephones on
exposed circuits be equipped with pro-
tectors acceptable to the commission.

As the result of his Investigation of
the fatal injury to Maurice J. Spotts-woo- d,

an employe of tha Connecticutcompany, at New London, on Nov. 18,
Chief Engineer and Inspector C. C.
Elwell has made the following report
lo tha public utilities, commission 1

On the 15th inst., about 10- a. m-- , I
learned through, the-- officials of tha
Southern New England Telephonecompany that an employe of tha Con-
necticut company, had been killed
while using a pole tenephone on State
street. New London. I went to New
London on the next train and Was in-
formed by Manager Anderson of the
Connecticut company that his tele-
phone line had been crossed by an
electric light wire early that morning.
I continued through to Norwich and incompany with Mr. Anderson and W. F.
Botrue, superintendent of the gas and
electric department of the city of Nor-
wich, examined tha poles and wires on
Shipping street, where wires were said
to have been crossed, and made several
rhotographs. On the --following day I
rniade a similar visit to New London,
continuing the investigation, and on
the 17th inst. I examined- - witnaaaes at
the courthouse in Norwich who were
familiar with the case. From this offi-
cial investigation and what I gathered
from my several visits to Norwich and
New London I am prepared to give a
history of the case.

At 7.30 a. m-,- ' on Not. 16, 1911, Mau-
rice J. Spottswood, a car starter em-
ployed by the Connecticut company,
when in the performance of his duty,
attempted to use the company tele-
phone on the pole near the corner of
State and Main streets'. New London.
He was seen to remove the hand set
(consisting of combination receiver and
transmitter) from the hook ami faU
dead-- . From marks on his hand and
the condition of the telephone after the
accident, there is no doubt .that his
death was caused by an electric cur-
rent of highj potential passing- through
his body from his left band to tha
ground.

Wires Crossed.
At the tim Spottswood attempted to

use the telephone one of the telephone
wires was crossed wltli 'an electric
light wire in the- city of Norwich,
more than IS miles away.

The Connecticut company linemen !n
Norwich were aware of wire trouble
and were tracing for it; between 7 and
8 o'clock a. m. they found a telephone
wire down on Thames street and had
some difficulty in-- "patching it on ac
count of liv-- current. After making
repairs they followed along Thames
street and down Shipping street, where
they discovered the middle wire of
three city electric light wires, which
are supported by Southern New Eng-
land Telephone company to1, caught
over the glass insulator that holds tha
southerly Connecticut company tele-rho- ne

wire, and tha wires In contact
four feet easterly of the crossarnv. Tha
Connecticut company wire which was
crossed is supported on the top arm of
a pole mwh shorter than the Southern
New England Telephone company's
poles and about midway between them.
When tha wires were cleared at i
o'clock a. nv burned spots remained
or both wires, giving evidence of con-
tact. The sag of tha electrH) tight
wires between poles at this point ia
excessive and much greater than al-
lowed In good line construction, and It
