HANGED HIMSELF IN CELL
AT POLICE STATION

Jacob Supa Placed Belt Strap About
His Neck and Tied It te lron Doeor
—Was Dead When Discovered. o

Shortly after three o'clock this
morning as Sergeant Twomey Wwas
making his rounds in the cell room at
police station he came upon the dead
body of Jacob Bupa, aged from 40 1o
50, hanging to the eell door—dead.
Cutting the strap which held him, Ser-
geant Twomey made & hasty axaml-
nauion to ascertain If there was any
life, but the man was dead and he at
once summoned Medical Examiner Dir.
R. W. Kimball, who found that while
the body had some warmth his fAngers
wers coll and rigor mortis had set
in. The man, he thought, had com-
mitted suicide two or three hours pre-
vious by choking to death.

The strap, which wns evidently one
which he wore aboul his body, was
drawn tight about his neck, through
the buckle, and the free end tied =
high as possible on the steol door of

Cell No. 8. It was mnot high snough
s0 but that he easily sptood up and
tied the knot and thean In order to

drow It Ight bent his knees and grad-

ually sank to his death. His u-:nl.ll
were ralsed somewhat s« if slutching
the bars.

How lonk he had been dead is mot
known, but st 1210 Sergeant O'Connell
had been In the cell room and there
was nothing the matter then. The act
had evidently bean committed follow-
ing that time. Nothing ususual was
noticed In Supa’s cell when Sergeant
Conneil paised and the man had not
made any trouble through the night.
Fe hnad been arrested by Policeman
Irish and Maloney, char with intix-
clatlon and breach of the pewce. FHa
wis a laborer and lived at 18 Cove
street, He hag a wife and children.

The length of time he was hanging
therse can only be judged by the pon-
ditlun of the body. Ralsed arms =nd
bent knees remmined in that position
after he was cut down He made no
cutery during the eardy morning and
haid he wish to have stoppad the
choking he could heve easily dome it
by standing up.
