A report has been received from the
war department concerning the spiling
in Yantic cove by the city, which was
referred to the department recently as
the result oi a letter to Congressman
Higgins by Henry i TJImer. There
was an investigation of the matter by
rn engineer from the district officer's
office at New London, to which, refer-
ence was made at the time; '

By the report it is stated that the
complaint doesn't concern the naviga-
tion of the west channel of the Yan-
tic and that the city is proceeding un-
der rights given it by the legislature
so that the government does not con-
sider it desirable to exercise any Jur-
isdiction there. It finds that the spil-
ing In the east channel is being prop-
erly done and a proper width of chan-
nel maintained.

Chief Engineer's Statement.
W. H. Bixby, chief of engineers of

the TJ. S. army, makes the following
report to Congresiman Higgins:

Sir: 1. Referring to previous cor-
respondence, particularly to your let-to- r

dated November 8, 1911, Inclosing
one dated November 8, 1911, from Hen
ry P. fUlmer, treasurer and manager
cf the Ulmer Leather company of Nor-
wich. Conn., protesting against the
driving of piles In Yantic cove for the
purpose of retaining material to be
deposited behind the same, l nave we
honor to inclose for your Information
a copy of the report on the subject
dated November 27, 1811, ry the dis
trict orneer, Japt. tA. Jii. waiaron.corps of engineers. .

It will be 'noted that the work
being done by the city Is authorized
by acts of the state legislature ' ap
proved July 24, 1872. and July 11,
1873, and is a continuation of similar
work heretofore performed by the city
under the said laws and that the west
hnnel alcnar which the piling is be

ing placed Is an auxiliary channel on-
ly, of slight width and quite shallow.

3. Reference is made also to the
statement by the district officer that
the protest is ocaasloneo toy the nar-
rowing cf the west channel, not se

of its effect on the use of the
same for navigation, but rather due to
an apprehension that proper drainage
facilities for the flow of the river
above in tlmea of freshet are not be-
ing provided.

4. In view of the circumstances
recited by the district offlcer, and of
the fact that no interest committed to
the' charge ol this department appears
to be involved In the operations In
progress by the city authority, since
such Interests are limited to those fea-
tures affecting navigation, it is not
believed thac the matter is one which
calls for any action by this depart
ment at this time, so far as the opera
tions In the west channel are concern-
ed.

5. It will be noted also that the
bulkhead extension on the east side
of the fill is so laid out as to pro
vide for the continuation of the east
channel at a width averaging with
that of the channel below, which willpreserve for the use of navigation a
channel which will probably be suffi-
cient for this purpose whenever the
same may be required.

2. Yantio cove is located at the
headwaters of the Thames river at
Norwich, Conn.. and comprises the
tidal portion of Yantic river. The
Yantio and Shetucket rivers join at
Norwich and form the Thames river.
iriglnally the cove extended from Its

junction with the Thames In a north-
erly direction for a distance of about
4,000 feet and averaged about 600 feet
in width t to 1829 the mid-
dle portion of the cove beginning at

point abojt 800 below Weat Main
street, haa been filled, leaving a nar- -
ow waterway ,ojen on either side,

these waterways having become known
as tne east ana west channels, re-
spectively. Buth of these channels are
crossed at West Main street by fixed
span bridges built and maintained by
the town of Norwich. They are. nav
igable up to these bridges snd have
been dredged by the United States to
a depth of 13 feet at mean low water.

3. The east channel is crossed by a
fixed span single-trac- k railroad bridge.
Alove the town bridge the channel has

natural depth of from 8 to 4 feet
at mean low water for a distance of
about 1,400 feet and varies in width
rom about 60 feet at the town bridge

to about 200 feet in its widest por-
tion.

above West Main street, ia cross
ed by a. low single-trac- k railroad tres- -

6. At the present time the city Is
engaged in extending, the buikheads to
provide for future JTiling.

The protest Is
occasioned - by this narrowing of the
west channel, not because of its effect
on the use of the channel for any pos-
sible future navigation, but rather due
to an apprehension that proper drain-
age facilities for the flow of the river
above in times of freshet are not bei-
ng- provided.

S. On account of the neculiar con
ditlons existing in the Yantio river
above the West Main street bridges at
Norwich, Conn., and the fact that these
bridges have been considered as ae
fining the had of navigation, also, o
account of too authority vested in the
city of Norwioh by state legislative
action, aa cited above, it is not tnougnr
necessary nor desirable for the United
States to attempt the exercise of any
jurisdiction over the tidal waters of
the yantic river anove tne west juain
street bridges,.

C Robinson Next to Oldest Tomb in
Yantio Cemetery Ten Bodies There.

Next to the" "Chapman fomb, the
Callyhan-Roblnso- a tomb in which
Prof. William Callyban Robinson was
laid Nov. 9 ia the oldest in Yantic
cemetery. It was built in 1874 by John
A. Robinson, the professor's father,
vrho had moved there the bodies of his
parents, Mr. and Mrs. William Callyhan
Robinson, who died in 1858 and 1874,
respectively. Other bodies in the tomb
ere those of Allyn Klrby, son of Frank
A. Robinson, of Norwich, placed there
in 18 9; Frank A. Robinson's father,
John A. Robinson, in 1888; the first
Mrs. William C. Robinson (who was
Anna Haviland of New York) in 1889;
a niece of John A. Robinson. Miss
Mary E-- Buckley, of Norwich, in 1893
infant son of Dr. Paul Robinson of
New Haven, a grandson of Prof. Wil-
liam C Robinson, in 1901; Mrs. John
A Robinson, mother of Professor Rob-
inson, in 1803; John A. Robinson, Jr.,
and his wife, of Washington, who died
during 180S, the former a brother of
Professor Robinson and an instructor
in the Catholio university; th second
Mrs. William C. Robinson (Ultima
Marie Smith, of New Haven, daughter
of a Cmhan planter), in 1906, and
Prcf.
